THEATRE REVIEW

Spit Roast

Burton Taylor Theatre, 7.30,
until Saturday 2nd

The cast of Spit Roast was always going to
have a hard task trandating the three tentative
ideas of the audience (and somerather uninspiring
props) intoanimprovisationwhich could captivate
for 50 minutes. Given atitle* Window Shopping”;
akeyword“Moist” andthephrase”Don’'t Touch!”,
it was difficult to see how the company would be
ableto continuetheenergy displayedinthewarm-
up, through a50 minute production.

Thewarmupwasahilariouspotted version of
Whose Line is it Anyway?, and included well-
worn classics such as the “party” scene (how the
host managed toidentify apsychedelic mushroom
before aman who had come out without his pants
isbeyond me), and the moving partsgame. All the
indicators were that the cast had the talent and
spontaneity to make the main show work, and the
audience went into the show with an open mind.

Almost immediately it became obvious that
some of the cast were out of their depth with so
much freedom and so little structure, and the
momentum of thewarm-up waslost inthe shallow
character development that the improvisation
exposed. The word and phrase were used only
twice each throughout the entire piece, and were
repeated in the same context on each occasion.
Certainly the actors could have gone out of their
way to gratify the audience by more extensive
usage of their suggestions and prescriptive props
(how easy it isindeed to use ahat or scarf, though
the whistle and packet soup were conspicuously
unused).

There were moments of genius in the play,
and the acting was generally of a high standard,
though it was al so true that some characters were
sounderdevel oped astobeentirely overshadowed.
Theaudiencewaslargely forgiving of themundane
andinaneinanticipation of thenext gem, andwhilst
thisexperiment in performancestyledidjust about
come off, the cast might have met with more
successhad they worked though aseriesof smaller
sketches rather than attempting such an unwieldy
project.

Richard Il at the OFS this week is a very creditable example of student Shakespeare, both
providinginterestinginsightsintotheplay and showcasing somereally excellent acting talent. Richard Brent
ismagnificentinthetitlerole, commanding thestagethroughout. Fromthebeginning heuseshisexceptional
feel for Shakespearean verse and some remarkable comic timing to establish a rea rapport with the
audience. Brent’ s Richard draws the spectatorsinto his machiavellian world, making us accessoriesto his
crimes. Hemanagesto play up tothe pantomimevillainy of theearly acts, whilelater inthe play laying bare
thebitternessand insecurity of aman cruelly treated by natureand unloved even by hisown mother —aman
who by his own misdeeds alienates everyone close to him.

L est Richard appear too black avillain, Ed McGown’ sproduction neatly bringsout thewidespread
corruption of the times. To this end he elicits good supporting performances from Alistair Sooke, asthe
likeablebut carelessHastings, and particularly from Rob Crumpton, asRichard’ sclosest ally Buckingham.
With delicious cynicism Crumpton draws on the humour in the text to great effect, but does not missthe
tragedy in hischaracter’ sfinal andinevitablefall fromgrace. Others, however, are perhapslesssuccessful,
as the comic element in the play occasionally eclipses the essential darkness of the plot.

But on the whole the play’ slarge cast carry off their partswell. Jean Meiring and Tom Wood are
good in the sympathetic roles of King Edward and Clarence. Thefemal e cast too isstrong: notable are Jill
CrawfordasAnneNeville, who performscreditably inadifficult role; and Luci Millward, who, asadefiant
Queen Elizabeth, is one of the few actors able to challenge Brent’s dominance of the audience's
CONSCi OUSNESS.

If thereisadownsideto this production, it isthat the visual impact of the play is hampered by an
uninspiring set and unambitious costumes. Moreover, as in many student productions, difficulties are
encountered in successfully establishing age differences between characters, and the impact of certain
scenes is diminished by blocking which, at times, fails to meet the challenge of Shakespeare’s verse.
Nonethel ess, afinecast featuring someexceptional individual performancesmakesthisahighly entertaining
and witty interpretation of adifficult play.

Thefirst performanceof “ controversial dance
piece” Skins, by Ruskin student Jennifer Allen,
was packed out by a serious crowd at the BT last
night. That is, acrowd seriousenough not tolaugh
outloud at any point at thespectaclewhichunfolded
beforethem: upon entering thetheatre spaceit was
immediately evident that thiswoul d not bedanceof
any particularly easy nature. Rather, we were
presented with performance art of a cleverly
disturbingkind, withimagery of sexual exploitation,
mental ilInessandawarped domesticity overlapping,
meshingandrepeatingtoformachainof nightmarish
fantasy. Likewatchingapsychology documentary
on the behaviour of victims of abuse or possessors
of severe drug psychoses, thisis not comfortable
viewing (althoughWill Self might possibly consider
it light entertainment), and Jennifer has to be a
remarkabl e person to perform as she does- totally
alone - with only amodified and looped video of
herself writhing as a projected backdrop.

Sins is a product of the mind of the same
woman whose art was ousted from the exhibition
space at the OUP on the inappropriate charges of
racism and sexual explicitness (the latter charge
being attributed to the presence of theiconic cloth
penises which also feature in Skins). Jennifer
Allen is probably somebody whom the art world
should keep their eye on for future reference: her
work has resonances of Gillian Wearing (the
bandaged face), Tracey Emin and various others.
Taking thisand thetrendsinalot of contemporary
performance art into consideration, it may be said
that this particular piece does not address new
themesinparticularly new ways- but itsappearance
in Oxford in this context is a very new and most
welcomeevent, andtheway inwhichtheaudience
is provoked and made uneasy (the spotlight even
turning upon them so they can swest and feel
exposed for a change) genuinely provides a
refreshing changefromthestandard Oxford student
drama fare.

Ultimately, you have to hand it to someone
who daresto do what Jennifer Allen will bedoing
for the next few nightsinstead of going down the
pubat 9.30- indeed, wemust all handittoawoman
who can be so sexy and frightening with sell otape,
and dance so violently on top of a cooker without
falingoff.
