THEATRE REVIEW

IQevival

The New Writing Festival opens, appropriately
enough, with a play about the art and currency
of stories. In Crispin’s Bar the barman’s alcoholic
creations are inspired by the tales told by his
regulars. The rules of the bar are simple, but
what is the point of them, are they still needed,
and who by?

Crispin is played by Ben Zelenka-Martin, an
almost otherworldly creation, a literal wizard
with the drinks, who gives a boyish innocence to
his role, captivated by his own magic. The play
makes his act of mixing the drinks a magic trick
instead, which is a fascinating idea and much
less expensive than using real drinks. The tricks
are simple enough, but done with skilful sleight
of hand. In fact he drew a gasp of astonishment
from the audience at one point. A professional
magician couldn’'t ask for more! Unfortunately
his repertoire runs dry two thirds of the way
in and 1 was disappointed to see some of the
earlier tricks repeated at the end.

The acting when telling the tales is so over
the top it is almost surreal, which is the point
of course. The heightened dramatic flourishes
add to the drama and prevent the storytelling
getting boring, though the stories themselves
are simple tales. It feels like the actors are
showing off at times, but they have good reason
to do so as they are so good at it. Ella Flaye
playing Jo at one point goes through a sequence
of moves that wouldn’t look out of place if done
by a gymnast.

The play combines this transcendent style
with a very real and human story, a seeming
contradiction that is extremely well handled by
the cast. The production not only balances the
two but creates a story and message out of the
tension between them. And this is its success,
not the tales told or the tricks. I greatly enjoyed
this play and would recommend it.
