Visiting Mr Green
Oxford Playhouse, till Sat 6th October
Warren Mitchell’s performance as Mr Green is a quiet tour de force. If you 
didn’t know this was the same actor who so famously personated loud, ignorant, 
foul-mouthed, universally prejudiced Alf Garnett for all those years, you might 
be forgiven for thinking that Mr Green had appeared in person to play himself, 
so entirely natural are his eloquently crushed little face, emotionally mobile 
hands, monosyllabic responses, terrifying frailty, quiet courage and sheer 
bloody-mindedness. The play presents us with only two actors. It must be hard 
to be the other player in the presence of this master-class of understatement, 
but David Sturzaker as Ross Gardiner does a splendid job of orbiting and 
impacting on the stony, cratered surface of Mr Green. 

Both men are, despite appearances, lonely and isolated. They credibly begin to form an attachment to one another 
and to let out the painful secrets that have crippled them for years, despite the unpromising beginning of their 
acquaintance (thrown together by a court order for community service, after Ross has almost knocked Mr Green 
down with his speeding car). 

The play opens with neither man caring much about the other. Mr Green is quietly fading away in his drab apartment, 
frail, malnourished and ill-kempt since the death of his wife two months before. Ross is busy busy busy, a rising 
executive in a successful corporation. Thanks to an intractable judge, they are compelled to continue a course of 
weekly visits. Mr Green visibly warms to his young visitor once he learns that Ross too is Jewish, only to retreat 
again when he explains that he is gay. The inexplicable world view of an older generation who believed that rules 
were rules and laws must be obeyed is movingly evoked, as is Ross’s bewilderment and pain at Mr Green’s lack of 
acceptance of him, and sympathy for his horrible homophobic father. Then the central revelation of the play (which 
I won’t spoil for you) breaks upon us, and we stand appalled at the damage that infl exible principles can infl ict on a 
person, a marriage, a family, a society. But there is hope; Mr Green and Ross learn from one another and eventually 
stand up for tolerance and affection, human-kindness and soul.

This is a gentle, melancholic, humane play, refl ective and sweet-natured, as well as occasionally very funny. It’s also 
a wonderful chance to watch a master at work. As Warren Mitchell is now 81, who knows how many more such 
chances we will get? Not to be missed.

Poetic, touching and funny – not words you’d associate with a fi lm about death, family secrets and father-
son dysfunction. And yet And When Did You Last See Your Father? is all of these. Adapted from poet Blake 
Morrison’s own memoir about the death of his father, it’s a wonderfully fi lmed, poignantly acted piece. 
Blake Morrison (Colin Firth) is coming to terms with his father’s terminal illness. This imminent loss sparks a 
painful chain of memories – told in fl ashback – as Morrison remembers his outlandish, opinionated father (Jim 
Broadbent). The son’s simmering resentments are traced to their source, in series of uncomfortable yet amusing 
vignettes: a washed out camping trip, a fumble with the au pair blusteringly overshadowed by his fl irty father. 
As the reveries swirl and clarify, the adult Blake makes uncomfortable connections. Just who is his dad? And 
was the so-solid family life they shared really as solid as it seemed? Reality bites in the most unusual places 
– and Blake comes to realize that hatred may not be the truest response to his aged parent. 
And When Did You Last See Your Father? could have been a maudlin melodrama. But in the hands of Anand 
Tucker – one of Britain’s most underrated and best directors – it’s a light-touch, illuminating insight into the 
delicate drama of family life. Tucker’s previous work (Shopgirl, Hilary & Jackie) reveal his astonishing ability 
to capture on fi lm the nuances of feeling and the interior reaction to relationships. 
Beautifully shot – as Tucker’s fi lms always are – and with a heightened sense of reality, there’s a burnished 
glow to the fi fties fl ashbacks that belies the lack of joy Blake thinks he remembers. And the exceptional playing 
of British treasure Jim Broadbent (as the older and younger father) conveys the bullying bluster and boyish 
roguery of an enigmatic man. 
But stop now and remember this name: Matthew Beard. As the young Blake, eighteen year old Beard almost 
steals the fi lm with a complex blend of confi dent vulnerability. He’s certainly delivered on the promise of 
top-notch TV fi lm An Angel for May (2002). No wonder Tucker gave him a prominent, wholly-deserved 
screen credit - “And introducing….” Thanks to Beard, Morrison’s simmering teenage rage towards his father 
is thoroughly convincing. 
And When Did You Last See Your Father? is a heartfelt fi lm that bottles lightning. With stand-out performances 
from all the cast – including Juliet Stevenson – it’s a fi lm that stays in the memory for all the right reasons. And 
while this is Morrison’s story about his own father, it can’t fail to ring bells with anyone who’s lost a parent or 
seen one grow old. 

A mature, autumnal fi lm it’s at once amusing and affecting – as life and relationships should be.
