Three Fat Virgins

Burton Taylor Theatre until Sat. 8th

Ho Shu Ying & Chris Ho’s production of ‘Three Fat Virgins’
opened to a full house at the BT last night, and to an audi-
ence who, for the most part, were decidedly curious as to
what they were about to witness. Ovidia Yu is not a writer
whose works are often performed in the UK, yet her fresh
style and quwky perspectives on modern life provided a * : -
splendld evening’s entertainment. There is something of a Slngaporean Irvme
Welsh in Yu’s tight focus on character; her exploration of people and situations
throws us back and forth in time, exploring nuances of the characters’ pasts
that would seem to determine who they are today.

A generally strong cast relishes the challenge of presenting these potted his-
tories and vagaries of narrative; Chris Ho is particularly charming as his col-
lection of characters weave their way through a most convincing transvestite
exploration of the submissive wife, the dreaming school teacher and the lover in
the darkened park. Ulcca Joshi Hansen’s delightful grasp of language and tone
give her mothers, daughters and park wardens a sublime reality that cannot
fail to provoke and amuse. Casting our narrator and the dominant husband,
boss & director characters as a woman was a decision whose logic escaped me
- and dressing the actor in feminine trousers and boots only served to compli-
cate matters. Costume on the whole seemed to be somewhat hit-and-miss, as
did lighting and sound - which will no doubt become more polished as the run

progresses.

All in all, a well-scripted & well-directed production that will keep your atten-
tion throughout and amuse you along the way. Something decidedly different

for a mad March evening.

Lady Windermere’s Fan

Old Fire Station until Sat 8th

If witty epigrams, society balls and a little light music is your idea of
fun, you should go right away to see Oscar Wilde's first great runaway
success (and argument for being both modern and trivial), Lady Wind-
ermere’s Fan. Unsurprisingly, given that the Oxford University Oscar
Wilde Society is putting on the show, the presentation is straight-
forward, respectful and faithful to the period (with some very pretty
dresses on the women), though the sparse staging, cheap props and
close ages of the actors occasionally drift into persistent reminders of
the provenance of the production. The pleasing live music, written and

performed for the show, is a delightfully
special touch, and the moment Faye Dayan
- marvellous as the cruelly catty Duchess of
Berwick - sweeps onto the stage, the play
hits its stride. The plot is quite slight; Lady
Windermere (Lucy Tulloch) suspects her hus-
band of infidelity, agonises, is almost per-
suaded to leave him, and is then convinced
to return and thereby saved from social dis-
grace by the very woman she had consid-
ered a rival. More unexpectedly, there are
enough dramatic confessions and wild rev-
elations to satisfy the most ardent soap
opera fan, as well as some quite unpalata-
ble (to the modern mind) moral decisions.
But none of this really matters, as the
genius is in the details; Daniel Dolley
as Mr Dumby, brimming with drink and
natural wisdom, Polly Godwin, silently
hilarious as the mawkish Lady Agatha
Carlisle, Julia Charnock, grandly bitchy
and brutally cynical (Lady Plymdale) and
an immaculately dressed and phrase-per-
fect Tom Carson as Mr Cecil Graham. Ferdi-
nand Koenig is particularly funny as Lord
Augustus Lorton, perfect straight man to
the brilliant and brazen Mrs Erlynn, an
overwhelmingly charming Elizabeth Gray.
But the real star is the writing itself, which
is in turns cynical, sentimental, monstrous,
delightful, and side-splittingly funny.

“Box” explores that curious mutual rela-
tionship, revealed to us through quantum
physics, between the observer and the
observed. This is a “promenade” play, in
which the audience can walk in and around
round the small islands of dramatic action
at will, observing the players, and being
observed by them, eyeball to eyeball. The
effect is quite extraordinary.

A devised play, which explores something
of the nature of subjectivity, “Box” came
out of the shared thoughts, images and
actions of the Experimental Theatre Com-
pany. They played together with storytell-
ing, with dada cabaret, with puppet shows
and soundscapes, and then combined the
various sounds, ideas and means of expres-
sion which had surfaced through several
weeks of workshops. A principal theme is
the way in which mankind deals with order
and chaos, in real life and in stories. The
room is -unsurprisingly - full of a number of
boxes of different shapes and sizes. One of
the strands of the play is the Greek myth of
Pandora, who opened the box out of which
escaped all the evil of the world. Another
strand is the nature of the pinhole camera,
the simple box instrument which can cap-
ture and contain the image of what lies out-
side it.

As a member of the audience, you are never
quite sure of what is about to happen next,
as the players interweave the themes of
perspective, interpretation and obedience,
by means of the separate stories, mon-
ologues and tableaux which make up the
piece. There is much action and move-
ment. Many ideas and states of being are
expressed, without the play’s ever becom-
ing dry or over-intellectual. The play moves
between patches of narrative and strangely
poetic and dada-esque moments of absurd-
ity, which then elide back again into mean-
ing.

As the programme notes, the starting point
for this play is basic: a box is after all a
symbol of the human capacity to create
order and to categorize. The Experimental
Theatre Company have produced a play
which explores and contains chaos in a
memorable way. Acted by a team of players
whose timing and intonation is pretty well
perfect, “Box” is funny, stimulating, play-
ful, unusual, completely unpretentious, and
enjoyable on many levels.

1. The Rollright legend is as follows. A king and his army had conquered all England as far north as Little Rollright
when they met a witch who said: ‘Seven long strides thou shalt take / If Long Compton thou canst see / King of England
thou shalt be’. Knowing Long Compton was just over the next hill, the King took seven strides - but a mound obscured
his view. Cackling, the witch cried ‘Since Long Compton thou canst not see, thou and thy men horestones shall be’. The
King and his army have been waiting 2000 years for someone with strong enough magic to release them.

2. While Mediaeval Banbury had 3 crosses, only one remained by 1602, and this was destroyed by a Puritan mob. The
present cross was built in 1859, commemorating the marriage of Princess Victoria and Prince Frederic William of Prussia.
The statues of Queen Victoria, Edward VIl and George V were added in honour of King George V's coronation in 1911. A
cock horse can mean coach horse - or a high-spirited one - or a child’s hobby-horse. The 19th century London-Banbury
coach used to stop at the bottom of Stanmore Hill to bolt on a fifth horse - usually decorated with ribbons. The local
children would gather to watch, and chant ‘Ride a cock horse to Banbury cross'.

3. Various gruesome tales are associated with Minster Lovell, a Yorkist stronghold. A 16th century Lord of the Manor,
escaping the forces of the Lancastrian Henry VI, is supposed to have starved to death in a secret room having entrusted
the key to a servant who was either killed or betrayed him. According to another story, the young bride of one of the
lords disappeared on her wedding night during a game of hide-and-seek. Her bones were found years later in an old
chest whose lid had been too heavy to lift.

4. It is not known whether Fair Rosamund died at the hands of Queen Eleanor, but the Queen was unpopular, and any
unpleasant rumours would have spread quickly. However Rosamund died, Henry Il had a magnificent tomb erected in
the chapel, which was constantly attended by the nuns. Bishop Hugh of Lincoln (Hugh as in St Hugh's college), shocked
by such devotion to the memory of a mistress, insisted on her remains being moved outside the church. As soon as he
had gone, the nuns gathered them up into a leather bag, which they kept in a lead coffin in their chapter house until
the dissolution of the nunnery.

5. The term “morris” may come from ‘moorish’, as dancers in ancient fertility rites blackened their faces. Nowadays, the
dancers dress in white clothes with bells and streamers for decoration. They can be seen in Oxford on May Day and other
public holidays. Local teams follow the tradition of the Cotswold morris, using handkerchiefs, sticks and handclaps for
teams of 6 men, as well as jigs (for single men or pairs).

6. The May Day crosses in Charlton on Otmoor are a christian version of pagan celebrations of spring.
