For music-loversin Oxford, it sounds almost too good to betrue: 25 of the world’ sfinest and most
respected chamber musicians, gathered together for aweek of performing chamber music spanning several
centuriesand styles, insomeof thefinest venuesthecity canboast. A roll-call of thenamesArtistic Director
Priya Mitchell has managed to assemble for the first Oxford Chamber Music Festival is startlingly
impressive: Imogen Cooper, Melvyn Tan, Natalie Clein and Steven Isserlis are just some of the famous
namesappearinginthisweek-longmusical orgy. Thediversity of repertoire, crammedinto 6 days, isequally
exciting, ranging from Bach ‘ cello suites (to mark the 250th anniversary of the composer’s death) to an
evening of Russian tango music played by accordionist |gor Outkine.

Theopening concert, in St Antony’ scollege on Tuesday night, proved that thefestival will morethan
live up to expectations. It opened with awonderfully accomplished, spirited performance of Beethoven’'s
Septet in E flat op. 20. Thiswork, actually rather un-Beethovenian initslight-heartedness and plenitude
of musical jokes, provided a perfect demonstration of all the qualities that make chamber music, and this
festival in particular, so rewarding. The frequent unexpected dynamic shifts, accents, and changes and
harmonicdirection gavethe performersampl eopportunity to enjoy theintimacy of communication, andthe
thrill of weaving sevenidiosyncratic linesinto acoherent whole. Theindividual playersdid, however, get
achanceto shine. HannaWeinminster, most notably, delighted the audience with her technically superb,
wonderfully sonorous performance on the virtuosic violin line. One of the interesting features about the
Oxford Chamber Music Festival isthe way in which it brings famous instrumentalists together in novel
combinations. Any fearsthat thismight result in alack of unanimity or understanding were immediately
assuaged by this opening septet. The musicians seemed to be in complete agreement, right down to the

Theconcert ended with asplendidly energetic rendition of Brahms' sPiano Quintetin Fminor, op. 34.
Sandwi ched between these epic worksweretwo little-known gems: Anton Webern’ sTwo Piecesfor ‘ cello
and piano. Another major strength of this seriesisthe positive effort that has been made to include less
familiar works. Inthismillennium year, thefocusison pieceswritten towardsthe end of centuries. These
pieces, writtenin 1899 beforeWebernfamously embraced dodecaphonism, areinasensuously lyrical, post-
romantic style; Natalie Clein captivated those listening with a breath-takingly poised performance.
