Monsoon Wedding

I’m usually a bit sceptical of English fi lms based in India, mainly because it 
prompts people to ask me silly questions about my childhood in Sri Lanka. So, 
when I went to watch Monsoon Wedding, it was not quite with an open mind. 
What I found was a bright, colourful fi lm... and to my surprise, I realised that 
I knew people like that. In fact, the familiar scenes of little tea shops, bustling 
streets, crowds of ‘Aunties’ helping to choose wedding sarees and most of all 
the pouring monsoon rain, made me feel more than a little homesick.

Monsoon Wedding traces the run up to a hastily arranged wedding at the start 
of the rainy season. Members of the family from all round the world pour into the 
middle-class home in Delhi where preparations are underway in a grand scale. 
As the day grows nearer family ties and strains begin to show. The fi lm explores 
several aspects of love, trust and their eff ect on people’s lives - in the awkward 
relationship between the arranged couple, in the melting innocence of the ‘alter-
native’ wedding, the familiar love of people who have been married for years, in 
the father who would do absolutely anything for his children and in the abused 
trust of an older relative.

The fi lming and costumes capture the spirit of celebration perfectly. The music, 
with its blend of traditional and modern is lively and had me (and a lot of others 
too, I noticed) tapping their toes for most of the fi lm. I left the cinema with a head 
full of colour and laughter and hummed happily to myself all the way home.

CHRISTIAN CULTS AND ARGUMENTS

Friars came and settled in Oxford from all over Europe, soon after the University was established. Among their number was 
William of Ockham, who coined the maxim known as ‘Ockham’s Razor’: “it is vain to do with more what can be done with 
fewer”. Another was Roger Bacon who, in the fourteenth century, foresaw gunpowder and fl ying machines. 

The Oxford monasteries were dissolved with all the rest by Henry Vill. Traces of them all remain, the most obvious being the 
ruins of Godstow Nunnery.

Charles Wesley was an undergraduate at Lincoln, and John a don of the same college. From the time when John Wesley devoted 
himself to the cause of spreading: spiritual holiness’ to his death, fi fty years later, he confessed to having wasted 15 minutes, in 
reading a ‘worthless book’. The pious approach to life was not popular in Oxford, where Wesley was known to preach for up to 
two hours at a time, much of his discourse being taken up with condemnation of the self-indulgent habits of the populace.

In the 1830s and 1840s, the arguments associated with the oxford Movement and its attempts to bring about a spiritual revival in 
the Church gripped Oxford to an extent it would be hard to imagine today. Tempers ran high at meetings, churches were packed 
for sermons and tracts and condemnations fl ew back and forth. Newman eventually joined the Roman Catholic Church, to the 
desolation of his followers, though Pusey and Keble both stayed within the Church of England.

Frank Buchman was an American evangelist preaching ‘world-changing through life-changing’. As well as group confession 
of sins, his Oxford group set aside a ‘quiet time’ each day for the reception of messages from God about current events. The 
Group grew into the intemationally infl uential Moral Rearmament Movement, which was thought to have FaSCISt sympathies. It 
reached its peak fn the 1950s, but lost impetus with Buchman’s death in 1961.
