Garsington Opera 2009: FIDELIO
Garsington Manor to Friday 3rd July. See Theatre listings, left

This was a triumphant opening night for Garsington’s Fidelio – at the end of it the audience (largely 
composed of sedate and beautifully dressed elderly persons) yelled, hooted, and stamped their feet so 
vehemently that I was just picturing the headlines (‘Garsington auditorium collapses – entire audience 
squished to death’), and everyone clapped until their poor frozen little arms ached (the weather sadly was 
not kind). 

Fidelio is not an easy opera and is markedly 
lacking in hummable tunes and fun. Beethoven 
thought opera was a contemptibly frivolous 
art form and he only wrote this one, which 
he tinkered with extensively over a period of 
thirteen years or so until he had whittled it 
down to its present rather brief form. Wilhelm 
Furtwängler in 1948 memorably described it as 
more of a Mass than an Opera : ‘the sentiments 
it expresses come from the sphere of the sacred, 
and preach a “religion of humanity” which we 
never found so beautiful or so necessary as we 
do today, after all we have lived through.’ 

Beethoven smacks his audience in the face with 
serious themes expressed via heart-wrenching 
drama. For the audience of 1805 it must have 
been like going to the movies expecting to 
see 27 Dresses, and then being confronted by 
Schindler’s List. Tradition has it that most of that 
audience consisted of French army offi  cers, who had in the previous month occupied Vienna, and one 
can only imagine how pleased they were by this tale of tyranny, injustice, false imprisonment, cruelty, and 
redemptive love. 

But it struck me last night now very Shakespearian it is (and not just because of the cross-dressing). It is 
true Romance, in the medieval sense of the word, in which the heroes are separated and endure terrible 
suff ering, but are reunited and restored to their former happiness at the end. It’s comic and not tragic, as 
Shakespeare’s late plays are comic. But Beethoven didn’t want it to be a fable, set somewhere long ago and 
far away, and this production, though using costumes roughly contemporary with the original production, 
eff ectively made the point that the story is timeless via a harsh and brutal metal and concrete set that 
cleverly evoked repressive regimes and the inhumane treatment of prisoners in our own enlightened 
days. 

One of the things that is often diffi  cult for production companies to do is make the prisoners, and 
especially Florestan himself, look suffi  ciently gaunt and wasted, since it is in the nature of opera singers 
to be rather on the robust side. This production here triumphed again – the poor prisoners, let out of 
their underground dungeon for a brief walk in the garden, looked pathetically emaciated and fi lthy, and 
successfully performed that divine chorus that makes strong men break down in tears. 

Florestan himself (Peter Wedd) was absolutely convincing as a man who has been systematically starved 
for months and is now very weak and near to death. Rebecca von Lipinski was a superb Leonore, a tall 
Amazonian blonde in the peak of health, thoroughly feasible as a young man, but every inch a woman 
in her anxiety about her husband in dramatic asides. She is a very accomplished actress, and her voice 
is simply miraculous, unusually rich and golden for a soprano, with range, power, and nuance. Sergei 
Leiferkus was splendidly hissable as the evil baddie Don Pizarro, and Frode Olsen, a genial Viking of a Rocco, 
was excellent and made the anchor for the production. Claire Ormshaw was a charming Marzelline. The 
fi nal scene was utterly triumphant thanks to the god-like presence of Pauls Putnins as Don Fernando, the 
deus-ex-machina of the opera who sweeps in at the end and puts everything to rights; his tall magisterial 
presence, his striking good looks, and above all, his beautiful mellifl uous voice, contributed to the great 
surge of joy that scene is intended to create. 

One of the really wonderful things about Garsington as a venue is its intimacy. The orchestra is brilliantly 
contained, no-one has to strain their voices, every word is clear as a bell, and the excellent stage set is 
gorgeously enhanced by the back of the manor house and its ravishingly lovely fl ower garden. If the 
weather continues uncertain (I see that rain is forecast for this evening) you defi nitely should bring scarves, 
blankets and thick socks (and if you’re seeing Fidelio, tissues). If you are lucky enough to go on a fi ne warm 
night, then you are in for a wonderful treat, for the grounds are big enough to absorb even six hundred 
picnickers in the interval, and are of unparalleled and magical beauty. This is an experience with a time 
limit, for after the 2010 season the opera must move from Garsington and fi nd a new venue. So do it now, 
before it’s too late!

Anything For Her [15]

How far would you go for the ones you love?
When a young woman (Diane Kruger) is arrested for murder all the evidence points to 
her. For three years her devoted husband, Julien (Vincent Lindon), fi ghts to prove her 
innocence. Exhausting all legal means to free the wrongly arrested Lisa, Julien is advised 
to give up. Unable to watch his wife waste away and the relationship between her and 
their son disintegrate, he plots to break her out. With a previous escapee warning him that 
only a real criminal will succeed how far will he go? With the police hot on his heels, can 
there be a happy ending?

This is a beautifully shot French fi lm, written and directed by Fred Cavaye. There is a 
wonderful focus on the relationships between Julien and each member of his family, his non-communicative father, 
his mother doubting the innocence of his wife, his volatile brother and, most importantly, with his son who he has to 
watch retreating from any contact with his wife. There is a lot of focus on body language and facial expressions which 
helps to build the feeling of Julien’s desperation. As you observe him develop his plan you feel his pain of each twist 
that hinders him.

Although the fi rst half hour drags a little, once you see the beginnings of the escape plan forming you’ll be hooked. 
An emotional and enjoyable piece of French cinematography. If you like foreign thrillers you will enjoy this, if you’re 
waiting for the next action packed blockbuster, keep waiting. Emma Cuthill

LAST 
CHANCE 
HARVEY[12A]

Hearing the words “romantic comedy” immediately 
provides an expectation for a fi lm; something light, fl uff y 
and essentially harmless, a fi lm that requires little thought 
whilst watching. However, with Last Chance Harvey, 
director and writer Joel Hopkins off ers something a bit 
diff erent. Instead of the typical Young Hollywood cast 
that an audience has grown to expect from a rom-com, 
this time the two lead roles are fi lled with more seasoned 
greats, namely Dustin Hoff man (The Graduate, Meet The 
Fockers) and Emma Thompson (Love Actually, Brideshead 
Revisited). 
Set in London, Last Chance Harvey tells the tale of two 
fi fty-somethings who are still waiting for the right person. 
Hoff man’s character Harvey Shine is visiting England to 
attend the marriage of his daughter, and that’s right, you 
guessed it, he happens to meet Kate Walker, a similarly 
single, similarly aged woman at Heathrow airport. Whilst 
this seems like a somewhat typical premise for this kind 
of fi lm, the fact that both main characters are struggling 
with the burdens that come along with being older 
and alone gives the fi lm the drive of desperation. Last 
Chance Harvey has elements that are to be expected 
and predicted; the chance meeting, the fall in love, the 
transatlantic complication. But it also has darker moments 
like Harvey’s emotional separation from his daughter and 
Kate’s exhausting relationship with her lonely mother, 
and it’s aspects such as these that provide the fi lm with a 
more realistic quality. 

Hoff man’s charming portrayal of a man whose life didn’t 
turn out quite as he’d wanted and Thompson’s ability to 
be so refreshingly “English” about matters provoke many 
moments of laughter from the audience. The couple’s 
middle-aged outlook on life certainly brings something 
new to the genre and there is also an amusing sub-plot 
involving Kate’s mother that provides yet more humour. 

Overall, Last Chance Harvey is exactly what a fi lm of its 
type should be; it’s easy to watch, it’s enjoyable and it 
leaves the audience feeling good. It is also many things 
besides that: it is insightful and sensitive and can bring a 
tear to the eye just as quickly as laughter to the lips.

Terminator: 
Salvation [12A]

The Terminator was ground-breaking cinema: it is still 
tensely enjoyable 20-something years on and its sequel 
T2:Judgement Day ranks among my top 5 action fi lms ever. 
T3 was a bit of a let down, with slightly lazy writing and 
an unsubtle rip-off  of its predecessor within its action 
scenes. So what should we expect from T4, or Salvation as 
the studio like us to call it?

First of all, it looks great, the CGI is fantastic and it is 
great to see real animatronics being used in a number 
of the scenes. Sam Worthington is clearly a star on the 
rise, Bale is a little pedestrian at times but is very solid as 
John Conner and Anton Yelchin is fantastic as Kyle Reece. 
The ladies involved do decent jobs but there is little for 
them to do in truth, though Moon Goodblood gets the 
most female screen time and is decent, but her presence 
highlighted one of my increasing issues with Hollywood. 
Why do these apocalypse survivors who eat “three day 
old coyote” all have immaculate pearly white teeth?!

What was disappointing is that the plot is non-existent 
for the fi rst half of the fi lm. We get glimpses into what 
may be about to happen but nothing else, until the 
revelations from Worthington’s Marcus Wright.

It’s clearly a fi lm designed to spawn sequels, and they 
have the potential to be fantastic fi lms. This had good, 
strong action and big special eff ects, but it did not deliver 
the story we were promised. What made T2 so great was 
the human story going along with the action - that, for 
me, was lacking with this yarn.

I’m not a big fan of McG as a Director, I fi nd his shots 
predictable and felt there was little dynamism in the way 
we saw this world. There are a couple of unnecessary 
slow motions, and the constant ‘you’re gonna jump now, 
just wait for it, HERE IT IS!’ becomes a little tedious and 
predictable.

It’s good popcorn fodder, and perhaps I shouldn’t expect 
any more than that, but somehow after reading the hype 
and build up, I was. 3/5. Ed Blagrove
