Brideshead Revisited [12A]
Showing at Odeon Magdalen St. & Phoenix Picture House until at least Thursday 16th.

Brideshead: The Movie is heritage cinema at its 
most vacant, a Miramaxed ‘periodpudding’ for 
the US market (where it was, gratifyingly, shot 
down in fl ames). It’s very pretty to look at, but 
any fan of the book or the original TV series (and I 
can’t think who else would want to see it) will fi nd 
it a pointless, compromised yawn.

The indulgent languor of Granada’s 1981 version 
was always going to be impossible in a two 
hour fi lm, but it’s not even a passable précis - it 
changes the story altogether. The main liberty is 
in sending Julia to Venice along with the boys; 
Sebastian sees Charles getting intimate with her 
by the canal, and becomes an alcoholic through 
sexual jealousy. This is just so wrong that I don’t know where to begin. And there are incidental absurdities, 
where getting a nice location on screen trumps all veracity - at one point Charles and Lady Marchmain 
share a private tea in a vast college dining hall. 

Another key problem is the dialogue, which seems to think that it can improve on the book; the TV version 
captured much of Waugh’s writing (often deferring to Jeremy Irons’s lugubrious voiceover), but here 
Andrew Davies and his colleague just make up their own. Patrick Malahide does his best as Charles’ father, 
but he just doesn’t have the lines that made Gielgud’s turn such a treat. Mr Samgrass gets about thirty 
seconds. As for the performances, most are serviceable, but Hayley Atwell is so bland as Julia that you can’t 
understand Charles’s interest. Ed Stoppard as Bridey and Jonathan Cake as Rex Mottram at least inject 
some colour into proceedings.

CINEMA REVIEWCINEMA REVIEW

The Wackness [15]
Ultimate Picture Palace, till Thu 16th October

This is a terrifi c fi lm. It’s about being young, and 

getting old, making friends, falling in love and 

taking far too many drugs. A bit Withnail & I, a little 

Fear and Loathing, released this year but set in New 

York in 1994. 

Ben Kingsley is stunningly funny/sad as the ageing 

pill-popping shrink who strikes up a friendship 

with the boy who pays for his sessions in weed. Josh 

Peck is marvellous as said boy, Luke Shapiro. It’s an 

achingly young character (principled, streetsmart, 

sexually and emotionally vulnerable) and he 

does it beautifully, carrying the bulk of the fi lm 

without apparent effort. His husky delivery and 

solitary well-meaningness makes him strangely 

reminiscent of James Stewart in one of his good-

guy-in-bad-place scenarios. 

The hip-hop soundtrack’s great, really well-chosen, 

and while the situations and relationships are 

often sad, the script is hilarious. Everything’s 

directed (by John Levine, who also wrote it) with a 

very light and gentle touch, which, while limiting 

the emotional involvement with some characters, 

protects certain moments of the simple story 

from dissolving into cliché. 

It’s the acting that really makes it. Ben Kingsley 

in particular is completely convincing - as an 

American, what’s more. His character would be 

rather awful in real life, and he manages, with 

his inimitable facial and vocal dexerity, to make 

him heart-breaking and sympathetic, as well as 

laugh-out-loud funny. Olivia Thirlby, as his step-

daughter and Josh Peck’s unattainable beloved, 

creates something perfect out of a rather fl at role 

(curiously, while the women in the fi lm have all 

the power, their characters remain relatively one-

sided). And Mary-Kate Olsen has a great cameo 

as a fl owerchild, and Jane Adams another as one 

of Luke’s clients. It’s one of those terrifying fi lms 

where you keep spotting people you know. 

My one reservation is the 15 certifi cate. It’s not so 

much the quantities of drugs, though there’s rather 

a lot of hard and soft about, it’s the way that they’re 

completely naturalised. Watching something like 

Fear and Loathing or Lock Stock and Two Smoking 

Barrels - which, by the way, a 15 year old wouldn’t be 

able to do in the UK - you get a sense that drugs are 

something to be approached, if at all, with caution. 

In Wackness, they’re totally integrated: everyone at 

all levels of society is on something, all the time, 

with - and this is crucial - no apparent effects on 

their behaviour or well-being. Which lets you get 

on with the comedy without hitting you with 

a sanctimonious message: great. But I wouldn’t 

have been able to evaluate it for myself at 15. If the 

former two fi lms need an 18 certifi cate, this one 

defi nitely does. 

That aside, I loved this fi lm. Absolutely adored it. I 

intend to go and see it again next week, before the 

run fi nishes.
