Saw Il is the latest example of ordeal cinema.
Like its predecessors, and last year's Hostel, the
point - like a sickening theme-park ride - is not

this film topping the US and UK charts by huge
margins on its opening weekend.

The film is staged with demented brio, but

popular brothers. nusms in a world that ignores
them. Mannie shares a failing grocery business
with his younger sibling and is knocked for six
when a supermarket opens next door. And Bernie
- asthmatic, never picked at football, left behind at
the beach by his parents - sees his bar mitzvah
as the big-day event to change his life. And if he
has to voodoo-doll the England squad to stop them
getting to the Final and ruining his day, so be it.

Newcomer Sulkin excels as Bernie, and the ever-
excellent Eddie Marsan pitches it perfectly as
Mannie. The under-aj prmazed Helena Bonham
Carter does fine worl e wife and mother
trying to keeE the family o e!he( supporting her
hasband's ticks, quirks and demeanour with a care-
worn love that really rings true. Not easy when
hubby insfsts on eﬂlmg is underwear - for fear
of spills - and m it a switched-off gas fire
Sevaal times to check its out.

With a gallery of suppumng parts - Catherine Tate
as the can't-cook Auntie, Stephen Rea as the kindly,
cuckolded doctor - and Culuurful Jewish characters
(not caricatures), Sixty-Six has a texture and tone
you can lose yourself in. Weaving in footage of
the '66 footie” world cup, Bernie’s disasters are
contrasted with the winning-against-the-odds ways
of the English team. Growing up means facing up
— to who you are and how things are - and director
Weiland Takes his point, pepp ering the film with
piquant moments as the adult world bursts in to
Bernie’s dreams. But when the film veers full-tilt
towards an appropriate feel-good finale you'd want
nothing less: Slxldv Six conjures up characters you
can believe in and want to spend time with.

Marsan and Bonham Carter are adept at comedy but
also give the film an emotional punchiness - their
dawning realisation of how they've treated their
boy, and each other, is genuinely affecting. And
with standout comic moments - the dog-on-the-car
alone ls wovm the price of admission — Sixty-Six

11 ted pillar of society, its hero Billy
B|gelow is the Iald off and desperate ex-barker
of the local carousel, played by Arden Moscati
with loose-cannon menace (“I'm frightened,” my
companion said as soon as he walked on stage).
Alice Ream as Julie, the wife he constantly fails
to communicate with, stands out like a beacon of
sorrow and realism among all the gleeful energy.
Rachel Bateman is mesmerising as her sassy
best friend Carrie, with a voice to die for, and
Arthur Carrington is very funny as Carrie’s stolid,
geeky fiancé Enoch Snow, with his grand plan to
become a sardine millionaire.

The musical itself seems dated at times; it involves
issues like domestic violence, class tension and
gender inequality, but it's difficult to tell whether
they Te hem% looked at critically or just accepted,
and some of the lines about relationships (and
indeed, whaling) grate a little. And there’s a great
deal of pre-fronic tweeness - witness Carrie and
Mr Snow's idyllic, rather naive vision of married
life in When The Children Are Asleep.

But mese areminor quibbles, hard to concentrate

n you're being blown away by the

excellem singing voices and general exuberance

cast, who are so Jayfully insistent that

“June is bustin’ out all over” that for a moment

you almost believe them and expect to walk out

into a balmy night. Heartily recommended. Roll
up!
