Notable because it sees Kate Winslet and 
Leonardo DiCaprio reuniting for the fi rst time 
since Titanic, as well as being the fi rst movie 
in which Winslet is directed by husband Sam 
Mendes (American Beauty, Road to Perdition), 
Revolutionary Road is the story of April and 
Frank Wheeler, an idealistic young couple 
who fi nd themselves becoming strangers 
to each other as their lives play out on 
Revolutionary Road, the archetypal bland 
suburbia of Einsenhower’s 1950s America. 
Saddled with two young children, the 
Wheelers see an ‘emptiness and hopelessness’ 
in the conformist, uneventful lives they have 
fallen into and despair at their splintering dreams. April, who harboured dreams of acting, is forced to make 
do with performing in pitiful local productions; Frank is riddled with confl ict at being stifl ed physically and 
creatively in an offi  ce cubicle, but increasingly attracted to the fi nancial security it aff ords. The pair become so 
disenchanted they decide to emigrate to Paris, to discover themselves and live away from the mundanity of 
the US suburbs. When April falls pregnant again, their plans unravel and their previous antagonism towards 
each other escalates rapidly. Both embark on aff airs and one night stands with people they don’t care for, and 
fi re barrages of poisonous verbal abuse at each other as they try to work out how their lives panned out the 
way they did. 

This is the story of a marriage dissolving; each fail to realise the expectations the other places in them but the 
time and society they inhabit doesn’t seem to off er them a way out of their misery. We only have to look at 
Kathy Bates’ Mrs Givings and her husband to see what the future might hold for the couple. There is nothing 
new in this indictment of the ‘American Dream’; it could easily tell the story of American Beauty’s Lester 
Burnham’s parents, and there’s a certain degree of inevitability to the plot. However as the story reaches its 
fi nale, there is much for the audience to marvel at. The anti-romance is performed savagely by Winslet and 
DiCaprio, whose talents were somewhat wasted in the saccharine and overblown Titanic - you can’t help but 
wonder if they relished going at it hammer and tongs if only to put paid to the memory of their previous 
sentimental pairing. Where Titanic was huge and sprawling, Revolutionary Road is full of the claustrophobia 
of too-tidy living rooms and identical front lawns, with neighbours and friends constantly impinging on the 
couple’s need for emotional space. Winslet and DiCaprio express this feeling of entrapment very well, and 
DiCaprio is especially good as a man lacking the insight to make sense of his actions. His performance is 
notable not only for this, but also because it is so very generous to Winslet, allowing her to mine issues of 
feminism, motherhood and depression enough to step out from the mahogany furnishings and into the 
centre of the camera time and time again.

Winslet is well, Winslet - she was made for April’s ‘50s wardrobe and she imbues her character with a sparkiness 
and zest which makes up for April being a bit of a bitch to Frank at the start. You can excuse her nastiness 
just as you can his trite excuses for his infi delity - both are deeply unhappy. However, it has to be said: the 
pair are not the most likeable of characters and the theatrical style Winslet has serves to distance you from 
proceedings, meaning that the ending’s impact is less powerful than intended to be. There’s something a 
bit ‘stagey’ about the direction too. Although Mendes’ lush style of fi lm-making is beautiful (check out the 
rail station scenes for a lesson in how to direct crowds with symbolism and grace), its fl awless costumes and 
lighting contribute to the sense of an idea of tragedy rather than a full blown feeling, which is why I couldn’t 
bring myself to completely empathise with the characters and have a good cry at the end. 

However, for all its predictability and polish, the Wheelers’ story still resonates. Economically, we live in a much 
more turbulent time than them, with many clinging to often monotonous jobs to retain a sense of security, 
just as Frank does, to the detriment of what we once held dear. The story of Frank and April is a warning to us 
all about the roads our choices can take us down and how very far from revolutionary those choices can be. 
As a look at a young relationship turned sour there’s also a lot to make you think, about how you perceive a 
future with someone and how ‘true’ that belief really 
is - and what that can do to your partner. A technical 
and intellectual fi lm, if not as heartfelt as you would 
imagine.
