John Rutter: Remembrance Day Requiem 
Celebrated composer and conductor John Rutter joins Oxford Philomusica for a special Remembrance Day 
commemoration of music and readings at Oxford Cathedral on 11 November.  Glenn Watson talks to John Rutter 
about his Requiem and why he’s equally at home in Oxford and Cambridge.

Given your busy conducting schedule, why did you want to do this event in Oxford?
I’d done a Christmas concert with the Oxford Philomusica but have never been able to 
manage the dates for working with them again.  Their director Marios Papadopoulos 
came up with the idea of a Remembrance Day event, which I thought was rather 
special.   It’ll be the fi rst time I’ll have conducted in Christ Church. And the fi rst time I’ll 
have conducted my Requiem on Remembrance Day. 

How do you regard your Requiem now, almost 23 years after you fi rst composed it?
It was written in memory of my father.  What surprised me was how people across 
the world took it up – Tokyo, Australia – England somewhat later than the others.  
Audiences bring their own memories to bear on any Requiem and tell me all kinds of 
bereavement stories – and consolation stories too. In a sense, I see it through the eyes 
of other people now.

Were you involved in selecting the music and readings for the Christ Church concert?
Yes.  You might wonder what The Lark Ascending or Butterworth’s Banks of Green Willow have have to do with 
Remembrance Day. But they’ve got everything to do with it.  They were celebrating – or commemorating – an 
England that was not going to be there anymore.  We’ve got a wonderful piece by Giles Swayne, a setting of 
Siegfried Sassoon’s The Dug Out which involves trumpets playing the last post, which is actually quite teary when 
you hear it in context.

You’re a champion of choral singing – but with churches having music groups rather than choirs, and with communal 
singing declining, is there a future for choral composition?
Oh heavens yes.  There are plenty of young composers doing that – like Tarik O’Regan and Gabriel Jackson.  It’s 
not easy to recruit singers to choirs and cathedrals but I’m an optimist and believe the joy of singing will never 
disappear. Where I think we’ve gone wrong is allowing our state schools to neglect it.  Time was when every 
school had a choir. That isn’t so now. But with the Sing Up! initiative launched, we may see it return. That would 
give a lot more kids the opportunity to discover their voices.  

As a Cambridge man with roots in the Cambridge music tradition, what are your thoughts about Oxford?
Well, my publishers (OUP) have always been in Oxford!  I think Cambridge has always been a city of choirs. 
Now Oxford is really joining in in a big way. You’ve always had your cornerstone choirs – like Christ Church and 
Magdalen. But colleges that haven’t had the same centuries of choral tradition are now raising their game. Take 
the appointment of Peter Phillips (founder of the Tallis Scholars) as Director of Music at Merton.  Both Oxford and 
Cambridge are fortunate to be stewards of choral singing.  I feel equally at home in either place!

Easy Virtue [PG]

If you love period comedies, Easy Virtue might well try 
your patience. Beautifully acted by a note-perfect cast it’s 
a poignant update of Noel Coward’s early hit. But in the 
hands of irreverent Aussie director Stephan Elliott, the 
contemporary riff s don’t always ring true. 

Young buck John Whittaker (Ben Barnes) has married Larita 
(Jessica Biel) a sexy American star after a whirlwind romance. 
But his silver-spoon family – especially his uptight mother 
(Kristin Scott Thomas) – is up in arms. As Larita crashes from 
one faux-pas to another, can easy virtue live happily ever 
after in aristocratic England? 

Beautifully shot, with a bouncy twenties soundtrack, Easy Virtue is easy on the eye and ear. Colin Firth plays a 
blinder, perhaps his best performance in years, as the father of the house, cowed by memories of the war and 
cool towards his wife. And Kristin Scott Thomas’ matriarch is by turns funny, fearsome and sad. 

Situation comedy and verbal jousting make it passably amusing. But Coward’s piquant dialogue and crafty 
critique of high society is ditched in favour of broad humour. Coward himself might have approved if it hadn’t 
been so obvious. 

A bitter undertow pulls the fi lm toward darker waters – as Biel questions her attachment to a younger man, and 
the artifi ce of an aristocratic family comes under strain. But something else is amiss. 

Chucking out all but the bare bones of Coward’s play, Stephan Elliott (Priscilla Queen of the Desert) updates it 
for a modern audience. The twenties remix of Sex Bomb might amuse some and bypass others, and it works 
well enough. But a seriously off -key running joke about the demise of an irritating dog will off end as many as it 
amuses. 

“I don’t think I’ve ever sat through an entire period fi lm in my life!” director Elliott has said. It’s quite clear he hasn’t. 
If he had, he’d know more about the kind of people who pay to see such fi lms – and be able to tame his anarchic 
tendencies into something more serving of his audience. 

Easy Virtue works only because of its top-notch cast and because - beneath it all – it conjures with some alluring 
complexities. But it’s largely unfunny and occasionally off -putting. Some will love it. Many more will wonder why 
the producers didn’t choose a director as accomplished as his cast.
