Beowulf [12A]
In Beowulf, an Old English poem gets a twenty-
fi rst century makeover.  Back to the Future 
director Robert Zemeckis pushes the cinematic 
envelope with performance capture technology, 
requiring his actors to wear leotards with 
electronic sensors, picked up by computers.  

Beowulf’s stars – Sir Anthony Hopkins and Ray Winstone – talk to 
Daily Info about acting like idiots in the name of art.

Sir Anthony Hopkins
Is it diffi cult to act when you’re dressed in a leotard covered with electronic sensors?
Once you get over feeling like an idiot – it only takes a couple of minutes – you’re fi ne. You get 
into the role.  Like my fi rst scene as King Hrothgar, I’m on the throne and I’m drunk.  I asked the 
director how drunk I should be.  As drunk as you want, he said.  Well, I’m feeling like an idiot 
anyway, so I just went with it.  It’s like being in a rehearsal, without scenery or props.  

A couple of years ago, you were in the papers as saying you weren’t enjoying making movies 
any more…Is that true? And what was it about this fi lm that attracted you?
I didn’t say that.  Papers will say what they want.  I took a rest, that’s all.  I’ve worked a couple 
of times since then.  The reason I did this was that Robert Zemeckis asked.  The word genius is 
bandied about - but he is.  And I knew Ray Winstone and Angelina Jolie would be in it.  Also, I 
don’t understand computers at all, so I thought this would be something new for me.  

So it didn’t feel too different from other movies you’ve made?
This is the director’s movie; it’s his vision. As actors, we’re guests invited into his party.  The fi rst 
time I saw it was a few days ago in Los Angeles, two years after we made it.  I was astonished by 
it. I can’t even begin to think how they put it together.

You’ve got other interests apart from making movies – painting, composing music. How do you 
fi nd time for it all?
I wanted to be a musician originally.  This profession was a sidetrack.  In the last four or fi ve years, 
I’ve taken it up again, writing music, painting.  It keeps me out of trouble!  I enjoy working as 
an actor but I’m more laid back now.  I’m at an age when I can be selective. So when something 
new comes along - like this - it’s pleasant.

You use your Welsh accent in the fi lm.  How did that come about?
When I fi rst met Zemeckis, he asked how I wanted to speak the part.  I said I could use Welsh. 
And he says, what’s that?  I said, we’re the Irish who couldn’t swim. And it’s an old language. So 
he heard it and said okay.  And as you might imagine, playing a drunk with a Welsh accent was 
no problem for me!  

Ray Winstone
How does it feel seeing yourself as a computer generated hero?
When I read the script, it said Beowulf’s six-foot-six with an eight-pack stomach.  And I thought, 
they must mean a different Ray Winstone!  Seeing it two years later, my jaw hit the fl oor.  You’re 
looking at yourself as you were in your twenties – although I didn’t have an eight-pack then.  

What kind of experience was it for you as an actor, using this performance capture technology?
It doesn’t miss a thing. Whatever you do, good or bad, it’s picked up. To that extent it’s pure 
cinema.  Hearing it was made with computers, some people can forget there’s a real performance 
behind it.  

Do you think it opens things up for actors or will it be the end of acting as we know it?
There are parts you’re too old to play, physically – like this one.  Or maybe parts you weren’t 
capable of playing at certain ages.  It’s certainly the most physical part I’ve ever played at any age.  
Performance capture opens things up.  I can play Marilyn Monroe now!  

So do you think this kind of technology will redefi ne cinema?
It’s like going from silent movies to talkies; black and white to Gone With the Wind.   Film keeps 
reinventing itself.  People like Zemeckis and Spielberg, they’re always inventing.  I wouldn’t 
even try to think where cinema’s going.  

But the CGI here lets you have some sexy scenes with Angelina Jolie, with only a 12A certifi cate.
Yeah, the only thing is, Angelina didn’t need enhancing and I did! No, with this, it’s about the 
way you move.  And it’s not hard to feel sexy when you’re stood in front of Angelina Jolie and 
Robin Wright Penn, two of the most beautiful women in the world and two of the fi nest actors. 

How do you connect with your character’s world when you’re fi lming with this technology?
Imagination.  As an actor you’re always using your imagination.  You put on the leotard, study 
the artwork and away you go.  

So what attracted you to the fi lm?
What I like about the fi lm – apart from it being a great story – is that it’s got a strong European 
feel to it.  It’s an English story.  It doesn’t feel like I’m watching an American blockbuster.  I 
hadn’t read the poem. But I get the impression that Beowulf was a one-dimensional hero. I 
wanted to bring something else. A fallibility.

You even play the dragon in the fi lm.   How did that come about?
It was sprung on me at the last minute!  It was the only time when I wasn’t working with another 
actor.  Your arms become the wings, your legs the tail and you perform the act of being a dragon. 
It’s like being a fi ve year old kid again! It was great fun.

Hidden Faces
Innovative video art project produced by 30 
Oxfordshire people with learning disabilities.

OVADA, Gloucester Green, to 17th Nov 2007

‘Hidden Faces’ is a colourful and compact mixed 
media Art show. Th is excellently compiled 
exhibition is found at OVADA on the corner of 
Gloucester Green Bus Station.  It contains video 
work resulting from workshops led by established 
video artist Chris Oakley. Th e fi nal cut is a take 
on how each artist relates to their surroundings. 
Th e collection of pen and ink drawings by various 
artists displayed next to the video screen builds 
the bigger picture of identity as the amorphous 
shapes of work in progress are used to refl ect the 
familiar images we have of self. 

My favourite piece is by Lucy Skuce who sketches 
a grid-like pencil drawing of furniture in a box 
room that is both fi gurative and abstract in its 
dislocation of shapes. Th is work alone makes a 
visit worthwhile.

Th is being a month of remembrance, it is an 
especially good opportunity to acknowledge 
artists in the community whose work may not 
readily come to the fore. Danny Nasirpour has a 
vibrant style which is unlikely to be hidden for long 
though - he exhibits a collection of eight pieces, 
some painted on the ephemeral and ubiquitous 
surface of brown wrapping paper.  His dandelion 
fl ower is painted in a few fast brush strokes and 
is the pick of the bunch. He captures the howling 
energy of nature in another piece depicting an 
abstract landscape. Arguably it is of a brackish 
naval coastline, captured using the medium of 
black paint and monochrome charcoal on a blue 
grey background.  This  mixing of monochrome 
media on the paper to make a smooth even grey 
tone echoes the effect found in the fi rst piece of the 
exhibition, a peering set of eyes drawn using many 
layers of depth. 
An energised big green blob of a character is drawn 
by Wendy Williams and Denise Walsh designs a 
vibrant dynamic green pattern that would make a 
great take away print or a transfer onto a textile. 
Each artist has certainly shared their enthusiasm 
in their work, with a Liverpool football shirt 
making its way into an effervescent mixed media 
piece. Back of the net!

The Free Beer Show 
Nick Revell - Mon 5th Nov 2007. 
The Free Beer Show is a good bet for quality comedy 
in Oxford, and this Monday’s set was solid if sparsely 
attended. The ebullient MC Rob adapted well to the 
low turn out with his usual audience interaction 
working well on a small crowd. 

He warmed the evening up for the support act John 
Gethin, a philosophy graduate with a penchant 
for low key ramblings. His act had moments which 
worked very well, such as a round the world trip in 
accents, but often it didn’t quite engage the audience. 
This was a shame, because there were good jokes and 
ideas in his routine. The mumbling laid-back persona 
didn’t quite ring true and it there were some moments 
which were quite unfocussed and made you lose the 
fl ow of his routine.

The headline act was Nick Revell, a comedy veteran 
with experience screen writing for Drop the Dead 
Donkey. His talent for writing was apparent from the 
well worked out gags, and his experience was evident 
in the delivery and judgement which carried him 
through the set. Occasionally jokes fell fl at, since the 
material - including a hefty chunk of politics - didn’t 
always work for this audience. The set also felt a little 
long and dragged towards the end. However this was 
tried and tested material from something of a pro, and 
he seemed to genuinely enjoy the gig, as did the crowd. 

Overall this wasn’t the Free Beer Show quite at its best, 
some of the material felt mismatched to the audience, 
but there was much to enjoy as always from one of 
the better comedy choices in town.
