Molora
Oxford Playhouse, to Sat June 16th
Europeans have watches, Africans have time, so the saying 
goes. A woman walks slowly across the stage, rolls up a 
piece of plastic, then starts the singing that will accompany 
the whole play. She is joined by 5 other women wrapped 
in traditional blankets, and a man, and these provide the 
chorus. Th e Playhouse has been transformed into a much smaller and more intimate in-the-round theatre: the 
seats are on three sides of the almost bare stage. Th ere are two tables, each with a microphone, under the glare 
of neon lights and the outline of a grave. Two women sit and face each other, they start to give their evidence 
and the story unfolds. 

Molora, which means ash, is based on the Greek tragedy of Klytemnestra and revolves round her relationship 
with her daughter Elektra and her son Orestes. Th e two women, played by Dorothy Ann Gould and Jabulile 
Tshabalala, dominate the stage throughout the play with their powerful performances and build up the diffi  cult 
relationship which is at the heart of the drama. Elektra wants to avenge the death of her father, who was killed by 
Klytemnestra, and any softness at the beginning towards her mother turns to unremitting hate. Klytemnestra 
could be portrayed as just a monster and she is indeed dreadfully cruel, but Gould manages to make her a much 
more complex character and to capture her ambivalent attitude towards her children – part love, part hate, part 
fear. When Orestes appears later in the play, he has the choice of avenging his father’s death, as his sister wishes 
him to do, or stopping the cycle of violence. 

As we have come to expect from Farber Foundry productions, singing and dancing is integral to the plot: the 
women who make up the Greek chorus give a deep rhythm to the play and the prowling movements of Sandile 
Matsheni as Orestes provide a menace which is truly frightening. 

Th e play is set loosely in the atmosphere of the Truth and Reconciliation Commission: a time in South Africa 
in the mid 1990s when perpetrators of crimes under apartheid were given the chance to come clean and their 
victims were given the chance to know the truth. For many people on both sides, this was a huge relief. Th ere is 
an ancient African philosophy that seeks unity and reconciliation rather than revenge and punishment; this play,

about, hated yourself for laughing and then laughed 
some more. 

Th is is what diff erentiates Jim Jeff ries from the 
genuinely off ensive comedians, the Davidsons of 
this world. Not that he was rude in the service of an 
agenda, or that the joke was often on him. It was that 
he brought laughter out of dark places not by inviting 
us to join him there, but by reminding us why we 
need to laugh at them. Towards the end of the set he 
told us (during, of course, a bit about being molested 
by a scoutmaster as a child) that comedy was about 
taking risks. Th is was a risk worth taking.

Jim Jeff ries 
Th e Free Beer Show, Mon 11th June.
It’s always a worry when comedians are marketed purely on their off ensiveness. 
It shouldn’t impress me that they’ve got some religious publication in uproar 
(it shouldn’t, but it does). I don’t care if they’re (yawn) ‘politically incorrect’. 
What I want to know is: are they going to engage the audience in a cathartic 
smashing of the barriers of modern discourse? Or are they just going to 
swear me into submission for an hour? Are they going to make a genuine 
stand against the hypocritical cant of the age? Or are they just going to apply 
a thin, ugly smear of self-righteousness to some of Bernard Manning’s old 
routines? Are they going to be, you know, funny? 

Jim Jeff ries is very funny indeed. Th e weakest his act ever got was a desultory trashing of religion that felt almost 
like a duty – obeisance to his own hype. Th e trouble with blasphemy is that you have to be religious to get it, 
and thankfully for the rest of the time his fi lth was considerably more inclusive. His secret is that underneath 
a studiedly shabby persona he has the skills of a solid raconteur of the old school – the sort of unassuming 
intimacy and note perfect timing that keeps an audience listening regardless of the subject matter. 

Many of his tales were harrowing and personal – a cancer diagnosis and an armed home invasion were two of 
the more prickly. His skill was to spin these out, jokelessly but compellingly, until we were gasping for something 
to break the tension. Please, you wanted to cry out, please make us laugh soon, otherwise we’re going to have 
to cry. And then, at exactly the right time, he did. You laughed, remembered the situation you were laughing
