THEATRE REVIEW

Another Country, by Julian Mitchell
Playhouse, 5th — 16th September 2000
When Julian Mitchell’s Another Country first hit the West End 20 years ago, it not only created a

sensation and inspired afilm; it also helped to launch the careers of names like Rupert Everett, Kenneth
Branagh, Daniel Day Lewisand Colin Firth. Stephen Henry’srevival is also destined for the West End,
and Oxford should fedl privileged to have been chosen as the site of the show’s “try-out, ”. It isafitting
choice, both becausethecity isahotbed of student drama, wherefledgling actorsoftentry their wings, and
because Oxfordisinmany waysthenatural extension of the Etonesque public school portrayedintheplay,
inheriting the crop of carefully socialized young men that such school sturn out, along with their problems.
The exploration of the “establishment” isespecialy pertinent, and all those posh accentsand quick sallies
of wit ring true off the stage, delivered expertly by the young cast.

BenMeyjes, nostranger tothe Playhouse, having playedthereinhisOUDSdays, shinesasthe* bol shy”
Judd, who struggles to reconcile hisidealistic socialism with the stifling traditions of the school without
comprising hisintegrity. Tom Wisdom, asthefresh-faced “hero,” Guy Bennett, makesthetransition from
roguishflirttobitter lover well. Theproductionisto becommendedfor itsrefusal to play homosexuality as
camp or stereotypical; Wisdom’s Bennett is like any other adolescent, until his experience of what he
believesto be“truelove” for another boy eventually resultsin hissocial ostracism and punishment-- heis
allowedto“play” atthegameof homoeroticismonly until it ceasesto beagameand becomesreality. Patrick
Ryecart’ s Vaughan Cunningham isarather more stereotypical but quite hilariousold queen who livensup
the second act considerably, but also provides atouch of maturity and humanity.

The play does, in places, come across as rather dated, and somewhat insular. The excellent set, with
itsoppressivegrey towers, cleverly suggestsboth the prison andthetradition, and theaudienceat timesfeels
trapped within those hallowed wallsthemselves, faintly oppressed by the spectre of death and suffocation
cast over theplay by the off-stage suicideinthefirst act, but never quite stirred beyond apathy into any sort
of political sentiment or outrage. However, it never growsasweari somewatching seventeen-year old public
school boysasone couldimagine, largely becausetheir dialogueisoften abit superior for their age, and the

cast is so polished.

Bordershave certainly arranged an exciting
programme of eventsto attract the public to their
flashnew store. But somehow their organisation
deprivestheeventsof thefestiveair they might
be expecetd to have. The event started late,
and the atmosphere of the room, all books
androwsof chairs, leftusfedlingalittlelike
schoolchildren: we waited patiently for
Borders staff to introduce Mr Jukes as Ken from
the Oxford Wine Company hovered about filling
glasses. We clutched the

vessels handed to us in trepidation, wondering
whether todiverightinortowait until weweretold
how to do it properly. We needn’t have been
worried. Indisclosingthesecretsof thetastingand
choosingprocedure, Matthew’ s“wineclinic”
__. emphasised certain elements of ceremony
(by the end of the evening, we all knew
about the importance of everything from
. thelength of awin€e' slegsandfinish-ooh
er - to the merits of screw caps and
swirling), but was aimed at making the
process more accessible rather than
dazzling uswith jargon and manners.
Wine snobbery for its own sake
has no place here: the book even has a
pronunciationguide(* Mueller Thurgau=mooller
tur-gow”), so it was unsurprisingly not too
embarrassing to have got through half a glass
before Jukes had got to the bit about the “nose”.
Bear in mind that this is a man whaose response,
when asked how he had got into the wine trade,
as“| love booze” - and who that morning had
tasted 200 Argentinian wines.
Theevent wasgood valueat theprice
of two pounds. A jolly good and very
informative time was had by all, and the
chatter of merry voices at the till was surely
adelight to hear.
