Yet Tell My Name Again to Me
OFS Studio, to Sat January 19th 2008

Liked Sense and Sensibility, but felt there was something 
missing? Some political economy, perhaps? Yet Tell My 
Name Again To Me at the OFS (written and directed by 
Helen McCabe) supplies this lack, by bravely tackling the 
love life of John Stuart Mill. 

Philosopher, economist, advocate of social reform and 
women’s rights, Mill makes a rare appearance here as 
lover. The play opens in 1830, when Mill (Ben Baxter) 
is introduced to the married Harriet Taylor (Renata 
McAdams), pregnant with her third child. For the rest of 
their lives, they would be emotionally and intellectually 
involved, exchanging essays and letters on the position of 
women in society, marriage and divorce - deeply informed 
by personal experience, as Harriet agonised over whether to leave her husband. 

It’s slow going at the start, with much political perplexity amid the tea-cups. Mr Taylor (David Workman) 
is exercised about the ‘pernicious stamp duty’. His wife, meanwhile, is ominously keen to debate the value 
of marriage, and young Mill is equally eager to hear all about her radical theories of love and freedom. By 
the second scene, her political fervour has driven him into a passion, and awkward declarations are made 
across the chaise longue with the help of Tennyson. She is a ‘fi re-bird’, a ‘phoenix’, John Stuart declares, 
looking a bit bashful, and rather as if he wished to be deconstructing Benthamite principles instead. 

Towards the interval, the two are brought together in concern over a consumptive friend, and a breathing-
trumpet makes a star appearance. After Mill’s heroic production of this trumpet, everything begins to 
get a bit more heated, culminating in a passionate embrace - and discovery by the wronged husband. By 
the second half, they’ve managed to escape the bounds of convention, and are living in bliss in Paris, 
accompanied by Harriet’s children and Mill’s theories. 

But it’s hard to reconcile principles with practice, especially when everyone is gossiping about your 
affairs, and you can’t get your economic analyses accepted by the papers any longer. For the sake of the 
political theory, our lovers must part. Or will they? We end with a daringly experimental compromise, in 
which I was rather hoping the breathing-trumpet might be called on to play a part, but sadly it remained 
in the background. 

The only period drama with added political theory you’ll see all year, McCabe’s intellectual love triangle 
is a valiant shot at a Utilitarian Oscar Wilde, with a dash of Iris Murdoch thrown in.

I’m Not There [15]
at the Phoenix Picture House to at least Thu 24th Jan. See cinema listings, left.
 
On a fi lm course I attended recently, I discovered that if a fi lm 
doesn’t have a conventional plot, but is held together by a central 
theme, idea, or, as in the case of I’m Not There, subject, then 
you call it an associational fi lm. You don’t get many of them out 
of Hollywood these days. To be really honest, there were times 
watching this fi lm when I began to understand why. 

The subject of I’m Not There is Bob Dylan. 6 actors play 
characters that represent different aspects of the singer, though 
none of these characters is called Bob Dylan. The director, Todd 
Haynes, doesn’t feel obliged to give equal weight to the different 
Dylan avatars. Marcus Carl Franklin, playing ‘Woody Guthrie’, drifts out of the fi lm early on, and we barely 
meet Richard Gere as ‘Billy the Kid’, until the fi lm is about an hour old. The fi lm’s central performance 
is from Cate Blanchett playing the mid-sixties Dylan, who goes to London with his new electric band, to 
be greeted by endless question from snooty culture vultures, and calls of ‘Judas’ from his fans. It is Cate 
Blanchett who, in comparison to the fi ve other male actors, looks and sounds most like Bob Dylan. 

Todd Haynes deliberately emphasises the importance of this turning point in Dylan’s career. From this 
point on, Dylan was always an enigma, it was always diffi cult to put your fi nger on where he was coming 
from and what he was trying to say. This moment justifi es the splintered narrative of I’m Not There. 

If you like and know a bit about Bob Dylan, you’ll probably understand much of what the fi lm is trying to 
get at in its different sections. You’ll get that Christian Bale is representing the sappy side of Dylan who 
would become a born again Christian and write not-so-great albums like ‘Blood on the Tracks’. You’ll 
also get that Charlotte Gainsbourg’s character is supposed to be Sara Dylan, the wife that Heath Ledger’s 
misogynistic fi lm-star cruelly betrays. But I doubt you’ll understand all of the script, which is frequently 
as bonkers as a set of sleevenotes from one of Dylan’s albums. 

This all works really well in the fi lm’s wacky internal logic, but you can’t help feeling that the director 
should perhaps have stepped back from his subject a little. The fi lm seems to lack a sense of historical 
or cultural perspective. The moment that Dylan went electric doesn’t really have the earth-shattering 
signifi cance in 2008 as it may have done for a folk music fan in 1965. 

You have to admire Todd Haynes for making a fi lm that really tries to deal with Dylan as an artist. But 
surely the fi lm should also try to explain why the artist deserves such slavish attention. Watching I’m Not 
There, I often felt sympathy for how any non-Dylan devotees in the audience must be feeling – unengaged 
and rather annoyed.
