THEATRE REVIEW
Boston Marriage by David Mamet

Burton-Taylor Th eatre, - October

Boston Marriage, by David Mamet, is currently showing at the 
Burton Taylor theatre (running at approximately  minutes, 
without interval). For those of you not intimately familiar 
with turn of the century American slang, a ‘Boston Marriage’ 
is a particular sort of sometimes-but-not-always sexual 
cohabitation between two women, which was presumably 
particularly common in and around Boston at the time in 
which the play is set. 

Like many productions at the Burton Taylor, this play has 
a small cast, there are only three characters: Anna (Caroline 
Dyott, also producer) and Claire (Victoria Ross) make up the 

“marriage” of the title. Th e third character is their maid (Lily 
Sykes), who is credited simply as “Maid” (indeed, Anna’s 
inability to remember the girl’s actual name is something of a 
running joke throughout the play). 

Th e two main characters are perhaps best described as 
sympathetically horrible. Th ey both seem to be essentially 
selfi sh creatures, accustomed to comfort and casual cruelty. 
Th ey develop as the play progresses, and while you can’t 
shake the feeling that they are, on some level, not particularly 
nice people, they reveal so many faults and frailties that you 
have to want the best for them. Th e two actresses give fi ne, 
nuanced performances, and even make a reasonably good 
job of Boston accents. Th e role of the maid, although less 
complex, is none the less vital as a foil and contrast to the 
main characters, and Sykes manages to make an impression 
whilst still being suitably unassuming. 

Th e play, in case I have not already mentioned, is a 
comedy. Th e dialogue (and most of the play is dialogue – the 
scene never moves outside of the one drawing room) is witty, 
and frequently barbed. Th e director’s introduction in the 
programme draws comparisons with Noël Coward, and I 
wouldn’t say that they were out of place. If you’re anything 
like me, you will almost certainly come away from the theatre 
with a couple of lines added to your “to use later” fi le. 

Th e bottom line, as always is “should I spend my time 
and money on this play.” Basically it’s the best sort of Burton 
Taylor fare: it’s a small budget student production of a good-
but-slightly-obscure play with a talented cast and competent 
direction. So long as you aren’t bringing very small children, 
and don’t fi nd homosexuality innately off ensive, this is 
probably worth taking a look at.  Dan Hemmens, //

THEATRE REVIEW
Seven Brides for Seven Brothers (a.k.a. Th e Sobbin’ Women)

New Th eatre, - October

Seven Brides for Seven Brothers began life as an MGM fi lm, and 
was one of the highest grossing movies of its era. Sitting in the 
New Th eatre last night, you could tell that the majority of the 
audience were there for that very reason. 

Th e basic story is this. Up in the mountains one day Adam 
decides it’s high time he found himself a woman to cook, clean 
and do all those things that a woman should. So he goes to 
town, does a little shopping and picks up Milly, who accepts 
his proposal without a second thought. Th at comes later, when 
she makes it up the mountain to discover that they will be 
sharing her marital home with Adam’s six bearded brothers. 
Being a hearty, headstrong woman, Milly stays. It’s a good 
job too, because after having her in the house for a few weeks, 
the other brothers decide they want in on this wife-business, 
and who better to train them from uncouth mountain-men 
to dapper young suitors than Milly? Alas, even her eff orts are 
not enough and, taking inspiration from the Roman kidnap of 
the Sabine women, the brothers turn to kidnap in order to get 
some girls back to their place. Obviously the town’s men aren’t 
too pleased about this (although the women seem ecstatic) and

and the 
townsfolk 
can get

these no-
good women-

stealing brothers. For fear of spoiling the ending, I won’t tell 
you how it turns out, but I suspect the title’s given it away 
anyway…

Nowhere but in the world of musical theatre could you take 
a story like that of Seven Brides for Seven Brothers and make it 
into an excellent piece of theatre – and make no mistake, this 
is a hearty helping of old-time musical fun. Sure, there are 
one or two ‘issues’ thrown in for good measure, and a little bit 
of elementary American history to boot. But don’t go to this 
show expecting anything less than an all-singing, all-dancing 
musical comedy. A brilliantly executed musical comedy, I 
should say – this show’s success is down to the talents of the 
touring cast. Shona Lindsay sings with passion and conviction 
as Milly, the brothers dance like a dream and Dave Willetts 
is perfectly cast as Adam, the uncouth mountain-man turned 
good by his woman. Th e company numbers are thrilling, 
although, unfortunately, few and far between. Nonetheless, 
the pace of the show never falters, the actors are engaging, and 
you may just fi nd yourself forgetting that kidnapping your 
future spouse and taking her to your ranch for the winter just 
isn’t the done thing. 

Slightly disappointing was the set, with its cardboard cut-
out trees giving the unfortunate impression of pantomime 
(although this is perhaps not altogether inappropriate, given 
the storyline in question…). Th e band is excellent, if a little 
loud, making the singing diffi  cult to hear at times. Th ese are 
small complaints, however. Seven Brides for Seven Brothers is 
good, old fashioned musical fun, and is on at the New Th eatre 
until Saturday nd October.

CONCERT REVIEW
Th e Fourth Oxford Lieder Festival - www.oxfordlieder.co.uk

Th e Oxford Lieder Festival is now a prestigious, well-conceived 
celebration of the rich art of sung poetry – the complex 
symbiosis of word, voice and, lest we forget, piano – and this 
concert was an excellent fi rst-night of the festival. Ailish Tynan, 
soprano, Andrew Kennedy, tenor, and Iain Burnside, piano, 
triumphed with renditions of works by Schubert, Britten, 
Grainger, Strauss, Weir, and more Britten, and the concert 
was preceded with a fi ne introductory talk given by an 
excellent translator of Lieder, Richard Stokes. Th e 
concert’s programme was well balanced, off ering 
respite from the melancholic drama of Schubert 
and thoughtful introspections of Pushkin’s 
Th e Poet’s Echo, set by Britten, with the 
jaunty rusticity of folksongs arranged by 
Grainger, redolent of great intelligence 
and humanity. Th e same respite was 
off ered in the second half, when 
troubled undercurrents in the songs of 
Strauss and Weir were off set by the lighter 
fare of Britten’s folksong arrangements. 

Th e opening Schubert group began with 
Kennedy’s and Burnside’s stormily wind-swept 
Der Schiff er, when surges of insistent semiquavers, 
swelling from the piano, raged impotently against 
a focussed tenor voice, a life-line of clear sound. Soothing 
gentleness followed imposing fi rmness with Du bist die Ruh, 
sung with a kind of precise tranquillity by Tynan. Th is fi rst 
group ended with a sixth song, the under-performed Epistel: 
Musikalisches Schwank, a jocular letter berating a friend for 
his silence, in which Kennedy displayed a capacity for high-
spirited virtuosity and witty caprice, soaring gracefully in the 
tenor’s upper-register.

Th e excellence of the opening group was maintained 
throughout the concert: both singers gave moving and virtuoso 
performances with the excellent, and no less important 
accompaniment of Burnside. Singing Lieder is always an 
emotional tour-de-force. A single stanza of a single Lied 

sometimes portrays a wide range of emotions which demands 
an equivalent variety of vocal qualities from the singer, and 
these Kennedy displayed in abundance: though more 
particularly, I felt, in the English works, Grainger or Britten, 
than the Schubert, perhaps because it was in the English songs 
that Kennedy could deploy a winsome cheeriness, a quality he 
semi-acted as well as sang, that enlivened his performance even 
more so than the virtuoso in some of the Schubert Lieder. 

Th ough his winsome cheeriness sometimes turned 
into the kind of singer’s smile that appears a 

little too mask-like, and sometimes appeared 
a little out of place, as in the Judith Weir 

songs that had deaths often at the end of 
each poem: when he relaxed, the sense of 
almost all-pervading sorrow, with which 
many Lieder are infused, became more 
real and powerful. 

Stillness is a quality extremely 
characteristic of many Lieder, and in some 

songs Tynan captured a vocal quality that 
suggested a lived-in timelessness, and she 

achieved this strikingly in the gorgeous setting 
by Strauss of Morgen!…, a moving poem by the 

Scottish-German, John Henry Mackay. Stillness in 
Lieder is often imbued with a menacing potential – perhaps 

the equivalent to a Pinteresque pause – when conveyed is what 
is left unsaid, unsung. Kennedy captured this type of intensity 
in tranquillity especially well in the folksongs by Britten, 
achieving vocally the kind of weighted etherealness, especially 
in the closing song, Waly, waly, which is the envy of every tenor 
and one of the qualities found in a great performer of Lieder. 
It would be possible to remark on some minor infelicities 
of German pronunciation, especially by Kennedy, which 
occasionally though not consistently appeared, but these did 
not detract from the overall excellent marriage between text 
and music, which is the essence of singing Lieder.
