The Invention 
of Lying [12A]

There’s a sub-genre of rom-com in which an average 
looking, not particularly nice, hapless sort of man 
succeeds in winning the aff ections of a gorgeous 
and highly intelligent woman - think of Gervais’s 
previous movie Ghost Town, or Simon Pegg’s How 
to Lose Friends and Alienate People and his earlier 
Run Fat Boy Run. 

If these movies bring hope to the average Joes in 
the audience, they don’t do much for the average 
Janes; but they are, on the whole, plausibly written 
and nicely produced and acted, and they do make 
you feel good. 

This is an amusing example in which Gervais is the 
only person in a fi ctive world who can tell lies. After 
a couple of curiously unsatisfying attempts to get 
lots of money and sleep with attractive women, he 
fi nds himself having to comfort his dying mother, 
and naturally comes up with such an outrageous 
whopper (life after death, heaven etc) that he fi nds 
himself on national tv having to pretty much invent 
religion and explain God (this movie is not going to 
go down well in the Bible belt). 

There are some very amusing touches - Gervais’s 
character is an unsuccessful screen-writer for 
movie production company Lecture Films (imagine 
what movies would be like if they only portrayed 
the truth!) and his arch-rival for the hand of Jennifer 
Garner is the much better looking and more 
successful Rob Lowe. 

That’s pretty much the whole plot, but the pleasure 
comes in the details - mostly the way that people in 
this truthful society feel compelled to expose every 
thought and deed to others - they not only can’t 
lie but they can’t keep a secret either. It is funny 
and sharp and biting, and Gervais (whom I always 
found rather tiresome on the tv) is actually very 
good indeed. So well worth the ticket price.

The Imaginarium of Dr Parnassus [12A]

‘From Heath Ledger and his friends’ 
– that’s the legend at the end of Terry 
Gilliam’s latest movie and Heath 
Ledger’s last. The Imaginarium of Dr 
Parnassus is – appropriately enough 

– about an imagination in overdrive. 
Flashes of brilliance shine out from 
an otherwise fl awed fi lm – and it’s 
largely Ledger who dazzles. 

Dr Parnassus (Christopher Plummer) 
is thousands of years old and travels 
London with his imaginarium 

– a fairground attraction that boasts 
archaic entertainment on its rickety 
frame. But step behind its on-stage 
mirror and Parnassus’ power will cast 
you into a world of his – or maybe 
your – imagining. 

Parnassus is plagued by the devil 
(Tom Waits) to whom he lost a bet 
years ago with the result that that if 
Parnassus ever has a daughter, she 
will belong to the devil at age 16. As 
his daughter’s coming-of-age now approaches, Parnassus renegotiates the wager: he and Mr 
Nick must race to win fi ve souls, with Valentina the prize. Valentina’s lovelorn suitor (an irritating 
Andrew Garfi eld, Red Riding) smells a rat – and thinks Valentina has found one when she rescues 
a hanging man, Tony (Ledger), from under a London bridge. 

Imaginarium is a Gilliam fi lm, no question. But while in Time Bandits, Twelve Monkeys and Fear and 
Loathing Gilliam made his imagination mean something to most moviegoers, his latest fi lm is a 
bit of a mess. Overburdened by riotous images barely reined-in by his producer daughter Amy 
Gilliam, it’s an eff ervescent but indigestible aff air.

Ledger’s death part way through is a contributing factor. Gilliam subsequently cast Johnny Depp, 
Jude Law and Colin Farrell as Ledger’s mirror-world selves and it works to a point. But Ledger’s 
leavening infl uence (London accent and all) is badly missed. 

The script didn’t require reworking and the basic ideas remained. So the fl aw is Gilliam’s own 
– a surfeit of ideas blended like the doozy of a cocktail. Willy Wonka’s chocolate factory interiors 
(fl owing rivers and glowing colours) collide with a stupendously ill-judged Pythonesque sing-
song by policemen in tutus scaring off  some Russian mobsters.

But some images are inspired. Tony’s hanging body fi rst seems to be a shadow on the water, 
waving. Scenes in which justice – or the truth – pursues the criminal – are crackingly done, as 
fl oors collapse, contract and disappear.

Imaginarium is an upended ragbag of every idea Gilliam’s had, from Python to the present. Lacking 
the coherence of Baron Munchausen or even Brazil, this is simply a set of surprising, sometimes 
breathtaking images chucked together. 

Add to this some ill-advised ad-libbing (well done by Ledger, botched by Garfi eld) and director 
Gilliam is like Parnassus himself: an imagination out of control. If you like dazzling images, and off -
the-wall humour, it’s a blast. And it’s poignant to see glimpses of the legend that Ledger might 
have been. But if you like your fl ights of fancy more fi rmly tethered to a funny - if fantastic - plot, 
it sells you short.

“I often feel I make a fi lm in order to fi nd out what I’m making” Gilliam has said. This sums up 
Imaginarium perfectly.
