The 
hills on the dusty road to Burgos had memorials to 
this.  Quite peaceful - no other cars around.
Madrid - we see 5 young men in long shorts.  No 
doubt about it - they must be English.  Greetings, 
Dr. Livingston and all that.
The banks of the Douro leading to Oporto.  Por-
tugal was our oldest ally and the Wine Lodges 
were largely owned by Englishmen.  Naturally.  
Delighted to see you - we never get visitors - try 
our best port.  Lovely stuff.
Seville - Sherry and oranges.  And a hotel where the 
price quoted was half that subsequently charged.
