Mulled Wine (thanks to our techie for his superb recipe!)
Boil one and a half pints of water and dissolve in it 4 heaped tablespoons of the darkest brown sugar you can fi nd. Add 1-2 cinnamon 
sticks, 5-10 cloves, star anise, a few cardamom pods. Stir and simmer for 15 - 30 mins, depending on patience. Roughly chop 3 oranges, 
1 lemon, apple if you like that sort of thing. Turn down heat to a low simmer. Add fruit, simmer 5 - 10 mins. Remove all fruit & spices 
through a sieve, returning the syrup to the pan (spices can be retained & reused). Turn heat down low, add wine (1 bottle, red). Stir, 
warm wine through but do not boil (loses alcohol). Can add dark rum (or brandy) at the last minute. Serve immediately.
