Hippolytus
Burton Taylor Studio, to Sat May 24th.

 The music looped over and over again, as the actors 
stood frozen on the stage, waiting for the audience 
to fi le in. After what seemed like an eternity, one of 
the fi gures snapped her fi ngers, and all was quiet in 
the crammed theatre. She launched into a dramatic 
monologue, introducing herself as Aphrodite, 
Goddess of Love. 

Aphrodite has been scorned by a young man by 
the name of Hippolytus, who has devoted himself 
to the Goddess Artemis and a chaste life. To punish 
him, Aphrodite makes his stepmother Phaedra fall in 
love with him. Hippolytus rejects her and she takes 
her own life, but when Hippolytus’ father Theseus 
discovers his dead wife, he curses Hippolytus 
for apparently raping and killing her. Despite 
Hippolytus’ denials, he is killed in an accident. 

Originally written by Euripides in 423 BC, this tale 
of Greek tragedy is brought to the stage by Oxford 
University Student Drama. Their interpretation of 
this classic play involves physical theatre, where 
body movement is a key part of the performance. 
The Goddesses Aphrodite and Artemis seemed to 
push and pull the mortals around the stage, as they 
meddled with their lives. The simplicity of the set 
and costumes was a good foil to the dramatic and 
emphatically physical performance of the actors, 
and the physical side was an interesting addition to 
an otherwise classically acted performance. 

The limited space of the Burton Taylor was a bit 
small for some of the booming deliveries of lines, 
particularly Hippolytus’ tirade against women, and 
for some of the more drawn out, tragic monologues. 
That being said, overall it was a solid performance 
with a strong cast, and a worthwhile piece of 
student theatre.
