It is into this world that the
young Christopher Isherwood stepped: he
sated himself on the city’s cornucopia of fruit,
and observed the maelstrom engulfing it. His
writings from this period form the basis for
the dark and beautiful musical Cabaret.

Director Simon Woods and his team
of nearly 100 actors, musicians and techni-
cal crew succeed admirably in transportin
their audience to this fraught, fragile WOI‘I(%
This is a subtle, finely wrought production.
On opening night already it seemed as if the
generously talented cast and orchestra — like
Fraulein Kost — did this for a living, and for
pleasure.

Freddie Sayers cuts a fine, loping figure
as Emcee. Straight out of a Modigliani por-
trait, Sayers bestrides the stage with easy
confidence. He fuses beautifully in his por-
trayal the ambiguities of the city: he is at
once androgynous and virile, totalitarian and
decadent. Much of the success of this pro-
duction rests on his dandy shoulders.

lain Sawbridge is the befuddled, acci-
dental Lothario Clifford Bradshaw. His per-
formance is understated and crisp. He makes
of a potentially stereotypical character — the
ubitiquous American writer abroad — some-
thing truly interesting. Poppy Simpson is

ance is sensitive and thoughtful; her rendition
of ‘Life is a Cabaret’ was simply superb.

Ed McGown is very funny as Ernst
Ludwig, the initially bumbling German man
of affairs. So does McGown endear his char-
acter to the audience that his gradual emer-
gence as the villain of the piece creates a very
real and necessary sense of moral tension and
personal betrayal.

Karis McClarty’s Fraulein Kost is
memorable for a variety of reasons, not least
for her abundant generosity. To sailors, that
is. McClarty is exuberant and entertainingly
naughty as this harlot with a heart.

In many ways, the focal characters in
this production are those of Frau Schneider,
the landlady of advancing years, played by
Susan Hitch, and her Jewish grocer beau,
Herr Schultz (James Methverc?. This pair of
unlikely lovers are sim{)ly elightful, and
tragic. Their initial bumbling attempts to don
the lover’s cloak are amusing and endearing;
the inevitable foundering of their relation-
ship conveys the frightening dehumanizing
effect inherent in totalitarianism. In a studied
performance, Hitch is the Ver]y pineaﬂple of
perfection. Methven is marvellous in this dif-
ficult role.

The chorus deserves especial com-
mendation. They have clearly spent much
blood and tears becoming such a very slick
outfit. Liz Chan’s commitment also cannot

o unmentioned. William Gresford is a very
unny, if unattractive, lady. And, Jarad Zim-
bler i1s very aptly cast as the love-lorn
Gorilla.

The orchestra, led by Thomas Boden
and Greg Sanderson, is excellent and Alex
Beeley’s choreography well designed and
almost flawlessly executed. In their capable
hands ‘Tomorrow Belongs to Me’ is rendered
appropriately distressing and chilling. Delia
Peel’s set design is interesting and surpris-
ing.

Cressida

by Nicholas Wright.
Corpus Christi College to Sat 24th

In London, in the early 1630s, women are
not allowed on stage so female roles must be
taken by boys. John Shank, an actor himself, runs
a combination of talent agency, boarding house
and stage school for such boys. Shank, played
marvellously by Tom Berrigan, is a strange con-
tradiction: cynical but soft-hearted, buying and
selling boys but showing genuine affection for
them.

The play focuses on two of these boys in
particular: Honyman is played with flair by Will
Tosh as a star getting too tall and too old to con-
tinue playing women, who is idolised by new
boy Hammerton (a convincingly twitchy David
Sutcliffe), considered ‘too girlish to be a fairy’.
Their lives, and their relationships with each other
and with Shank are changed forever by Shank’s
attempts to repay his debts.

‘Cressida’ is a new play by distinguished
playwright Nicholas Wright. According to the
programme, this is only the second ever produc-
tion, and the first amateur one. It seems surprising,
then, that it takes place in such an unprepossess-
ing venue: a small room deep in the (very pretty)
grounds of Corpus Christi College.

It is a tribute to the actors that this is the
only incongruous element, as they do full justice
to a brilliantly powerful and witty script. This is
no mean feat, as all but one of the characters are
or were actors themselves. The cast succeed in
portraying these flamboyant, often melodramatic
people while still allowing glimpses of the per-
sonalities beneath the facades.

This is an excellent production deserving
of a grander venue and a wider audience. Thor-
oughly recommended.
