THEATRE REVIEWTHEATRE REVIEW

Lovers by Brian Friel
Burton Taylor Th eatre to Sat May 26th. See listings, left.

Lovers is a play that I have never previously encountered. It is an apparently 
slight piece – two teenage lovers enjoying the summer sun and thinking of 
what the future may hold – but it certainly packs an emotional punch.

Joe Th omas is to be commended for his astute direction of the central 
couple – Christa Brodie (Mag) and James Corke-Webster (Joe) are entirely 
convincing as two teenagers in love. Brodie is magnetic in her portrayal of 
a very fl ighty young girl on the verge of motherhood. Corke-Webster is equally watchable as the bookish and volatile 
bridegroom-to-be – ready to put his dreams on hold for the good of the family. Together they carry the performance with 
skill and commitment.

If the play does have a weakness, it is in the use of nameless narrators who counterpoint the main action, telling the story 
of the lovers as it continues beyond the events we see represented on stage. It is a diffi  cult device to make work and I am 
not sure that the production fully solved this problem. 

However, this does not detract from the power of the piece. It certainly does not have the feel of a text that is 40 years old. 
Th e concerns of two young people in love in a small community are given a truly universal quality.

It is a good production with some excellent performances – I hope to see Christa Brodie and James Corke-Webster on 
the stage again in the very near future. Th ey display more talent than many of their contemporaries.
