
There are two things that everybody knows about Galileo. He 
was in that Queen song and he was persecuted by the Catholic 
church. Tom Stoppard’s Galileo (recently rediscovered after thirty 
years) goes somewhat beyond these two facts, examining the 
life, times and career of Galileo Galilei. The play is full of historical 
information about the interplay between faith, philosophy, and 
physics in the early seventeenth century. The cast of characters 
encompasses two Popes, several cardinals, Venetian notables 
and Italian aristocracy.

Galileo himself is portrayed as a disagreeable genius, ultimately 
right, but not always in the right. While to the churchmen and 
dignitaries with whom he commonly associates he is a model 
of reason and intellect, to his mistress and daughter he is 
frequently quite unreasonable and irrational. It is, on the whole, 
a relatively balanced portrayal of a man who, while clearly great, 
was not without his fl aws. The luminaries of renaissance Italy 
fare signifi cantly less well. The nobility frequently serve as straw 
men, blindly parroting Aristotelian philosophy, only to be shot 
down by Galileo. Of course a lot of scholarly thought in the seventeenth century was based on a dogmatic 
devotion to Aristotle, but it is too easy for a modern audience - well used to the ideas of experiment and 
observation - to dismiss such thought as foolish, blinkered, or ignorant. The presentation of characters 
such as the duchess, haughtily dismissing Galileo’s discoveries because “everybody knows that ice is 
heavier than water” serves only to reinforce that stereotype.

Where the Aristocracy disappoint, however, the clergy impress. Everybody knows that Galileo was 
persecuted by the church because they didn’t like his discoveries, in much the same way that everybody 
in the seventeenth century knew that ice was heaver than water. In Galileo we are presented with as many 
clergymen who support Galileo as condemn him, indeed a churchman proves to be his staunchest ally. The 
process by which Galileo becomes estranged from, and eventually condemned by, the church is extremely 
carefully observed, and involves considerable give and take. In the end, one concludes not so much that 
“Galileo was persecuted by the church” as “Galileo picked a fi ght with the church and lost”.

The cast are primarily students, and have just returned from Edinburgh. Their performances are generally 
good, although they do on occasion seem a little 
stretched by the material. Stoppard’s dialogue 
is often fast fl owing and complicated, and there 
is the occasional stumble. The costumes are 
good, the props less so; Galileo was originally 
a screenplay, and there are at least two scenes 
where a demonstration relies on the ability of the 
audience to observe the behaviour of a small item, 
no problem if
you can zoom in with a camera, not workable on 
stage.

Overall this is an entertaining play with broad 
scope, witty dialogue and an intelligent portrayal 
of a popular slice of history. It neither glorifi es 
Galileo nor demonises the church. It does seem to 
take the occasional cheap shot at Aristotle and his 
supporters, but that is ultimately forgivable. It isn’t 
Stoppard’s best work, but Stoppard not at his best 
is still defi antly worth taking the time to see.
