CINEMA REVIEW

Valkyrie [12A]

Avenging furies in military uniform; the Prussian
grey uniform we automatically think of as the hated
enemy. It makes for a wonderful starting point for
areally bold piece of cinema. Sadly, that is not this
film, for the known quantity of the stars prevents
this exercise from being thrilling. When artists are
impossible to efface, they should take a break, or
increase their game.

We begin with Kenneth Branagh offering Tom
Hollander a booby-trapped bottle of Cointreau
and, this plot having failed (with a sticky-sweet
follow-up scene in which Branagh has to recover
the unexploded Cointreau from Hollander), the
conspirators  Terence Stamp, Bill Nighy, David
chofield, d,andalongsuitof
British character actors - shift their hopes to Tom
Cruise, an American spy in the German army, and
a brief-case’s worth of explosive. Cruise decides
to re-write a plan - Operation Walkure - to seize
executive control of Germany in the event of the
Fuhrer’s death. Cruise and the other British spies
embedded in the German High Command will
dupe the German and Polish actors who play the
actual military in the German Reserve Army in
Berlin in to leading a coup against the SS, when the
British actor playing Hitler has been blown up. It's
an audacious plan, and the most exciting aspect of
the film.

achieved and incredibly efficient and lethal military
machine runs to order in the background. Yet
another generic blond decides there’s something
fishy about having Tom Cruise and Jamie Parker
in the back of his jeep. He spots (a) that Jamie
Parker is that dry-witted lad out of The History Boys
and (b) that Jamie Parker is throwing redundant
explosive and wire-cutters from the jeep as they
leave the Wolf's Lair, a bomb having just gone off.
Another blond decides he doesn't like the look of
Tom Cruise and Jamie Parker and Bill Nighy poring
over office work and official dispatches in Berlin.
Lots of dark-haired conspirators work very hard to
stage a coup, but the blonds are having none of it,
and they betray Tom and Bill to Kenneth Cranham
(now with a blond moustache in his maturity)
and David Bamber (who has grown an obligatory
awful moustache as Hitler, all tufty, shit brown, and
stuck on at a funny angle). Tom Wilkinson who had
played footsie with Team Brunette decides he'll opt
for Team Blond and the coup collapses.

I'm sorry, but it was impossible to take this seriously,
ortoavoid the disruptive effect of the raft of familiar
faces on display. That said, the sequences showing
military combat or manoeuvres were chillingly
good. The sound was excellent — planes buzzed
dangerously overhead, and kettle drums told us
that things were hotting up. The potential this film
had was shown in the dynamic cinematography
as the coup sashayed through Berlin to the SS
headquarters where row on serried row of swastikas
sleekly fluttered in the breeze.

Couldn't the budget have been spent on a cast that
could have acted this without it looking like a vanity
project?

Blind Date

Angie sits wating for a man who she's never met - only
seen in a blurry photograph, only spoken to hurriedly on
the phone. Brian arrives late, having lost a contact lens and
unable to see properly. They sit next to each other at the
station, waiting, as the clock ticks. Brian is happily martied,
he tells us, with several children. This is his first attempt at
infidelity. Angie tells us she has been engaged for three
lain and good electrical contractor called Tim.
ing that they are actually there to meet each other,
each observes and judges the other. Brian, nervous and
ferret like; Angie, very young and slightly mad.

Frank Marcus’ play Blind Date follows Angie and Brian as
they each wait just a little bit longer, making excuses to
themselves and hoping their date will show up. When
they do finally realize they are supposed to be meeting
each other, it's too late and they part ways. In the end, itis
clear that in contrast with the escapist fantasy, the reality is
disappointing.

It's a simple performance - two actors on a bench - but the
actors who play Angie and Brian pull it off and manage to
be quirky and endearing throughout. Though it's always a
bit of a stretch when someone under thirty plays a middle
aged man, Brian was convincing. Itis a funny play, but with
a definite edge of despair and sharp irony. It takes places in
real time and is a one act play, so one has the impression
of having been parachuted into someone else’s life for
three quarters of an hour, which is really a very enjoyable
experience, particularly when you get your own life back at
