My Mother Said | Never Should is a gigantic
creaky lorry of a play. Itis rather like watching a
very stuck and knotty type of 80s feminism
struggle uphill. In a decade of apparently
unstoppable women's power, the play tells the
alternative, Greenham Common side of the
story. Margaret Thatcher and Madonna seemed
to be ruling the world, and women in Britain
were walking on the glass ceiling for the first
time. But at what cost, the play asks, and what
about the others - the Oldham housewives and
Manchester grandmothers, the London hippies
and suburban flower-power children? The play
lumbers under its mammoth desire to bring
back all these forgotten voices.

Itis also like a Russian doll. You open the
big one, the babooshka, and inside youfind ... 1o
- another babooshka! And then another and
another, until you get to a really tiny one. Using
just four women the play sets up a chain of
mother/daughter relationships spanning the
20th century. It shows not only how the
characters - Doris, Margaret, Jackie and Rosie
- are each others’ daughters but also how each
woman is also a baby, a girl, a teenager and
young mother in her own right. Scenes leap
between time-frames, and characters

change ages rapidly so that Ms Keatley can
cover the huge time-span involved, and also
find room for all the myriad themes she seems
determined to explore: loveless marriages,
single parenthood, miscarriage, adoption, fear,
jealousy, repression and emotional sacrifice to
name but a few. It is like a compendium of
women's issues, saying too much too quickly
simply in order to fit everything in.

Although Charlotte Keatley's play reached
large audiences in the late eighties, it is now
less well known. It was therefore great to see
The London Classic Theatre Company's revival
of this classic feminist play in Oxford. The four
professional actors found it very easy to move
between the adult roles. They were funny and
they portrayed the characters' alternating light
and dark sides with aplomb. They were less
convincing as children, however, which is
perhaps why the play was harder work than it
need have been. Men never appear in the play
—they are only mentioned, usually in derogatory
terms. This, at least, was refreshing. Or so the
grandfather and granddaughter who sat next to
me both seemed to think.

For Oxford, the nineteenth century wasatime
of supreme confidence, vigorous debate, and a
senseof orderly progress. Itwascertainly amasculine
stronghold, which fostered great men, and loyal
citizens:

"For ever ancient, and for ever new,

Oxford, thy courts and cloisters are a bower

Whence thought - earth-shaking and earth-shaping
-drew

Promise and Power;

Here coming rulers, who will one day wield

Old Empire'srod, our England's finest flower,

Practisetheir prentice-handsin mimic strife,

Andplayingthefield,

Learning the Master's touch and maker's life;

Whilelsisrippleswith itsstoried stream,

And every rill ahope and haloed dream.”

-Frederick William Ward, from Oxford the
Dreamer.

One of the great men was Gladstone, who
having obtained a double first in Classics and
Mathematics in 1831, was alifelong devotee: "To
call aman an Oxford man isto pay him the highest
compliment that can be paid to ahuman being."

The emphasis was not entirely chauvinistic,
however. Other notable figuresincluded Hilaire

Belloc, CharlesDodgson (akal ewisCarroll), Francis
Kilvert the diarist, and Oscar Wilde, aswell asthe
great leaders of the 'Oxford Movement' through
which the Anglo-Catholic branch of the Church of
England was established.

During the nineteenth century, river sports,
alwayspopular, inspiredalmost fanatical enthusiasm.
"It is characteristic of the authorities at Oxford",
wrote George Bernard Shaw in 1898, "that they
should consider amonthtoolittlefor thepreparation
of a boat-race, and grudge three weeks to the
rehearsals of one of Shakespeare's plays." The
Oxford-Cambridge Boat Race was first rowed at
Henleyin 1829 (Oxfordwon).
